DE LOS SANTOS AND YOUNG FUEL SHOREBIRDS TO WIN: The Delmarva Shorebirds evened the series with the
Charleston RiverDOﬁs on Friday night behind a pair of strong performances from Anderson De Los Santos and
Carter Young. Each helped get the Shorebirds on the board early as Young provided an RBI single in the first,
De Los Santos then provided a run-scoring double to help Delmarva take a quick, 3-0 lead. After the RiverDogs
pulled within one at 3-2 in the bottom of the sixth, De Los Santos provided another two-bagger that scored
Carter Young to push the lead back to two at 4-2. Charleston quickly grabbed that run back in the bottom of
the eight to make it 4-3, but in the ninth, Young delivered a clutch, two-run single with two outs. De Los Santos
then put the game away for good with a two-run homer. De Los Santos finished the night with career-highs in
hits and RBIs with 4 each, and Carter Young drove in 3 with 3 hits while scoring 3 runs in the 8-5 victory.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Moises Chace gets the call as the starter on Saturday night following his win in relief

on Mother's Day. He'll face Jonny Cuevas for the RiverDog who will be starting for the eighth time this year.
Cuevas spent all of 2022 with Charleston and just 1 start in 19 appearances, finishing the season with an ERA
of 4.50 in 56 innings with 43 strikeouts and 40 walks. This season, the 12th round from the College of Southern
Nevada is 0-3, owning an ERA of 8.49.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are tops in the league
in that category with 92 through the first 35 games. Their 60 doubles this year are currently the most in the
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with two-baggers this season and there are five total players on the
Shorebirds roster who have five or more. Delmarva currently has back-to-back games with five doubles.

TEACH ME HOW TO DOUGIE: Douglas Hodo has quietly put together a strong season for the Shorebirds as he
holds an on-base percentage of .404 in 27 games this season, upping that number after his game on Wednes-
day against Charleston where he reached four times with two hits and two walks. It's the third time Hodo has
reached base safely four times, matching his career-high.

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-sea-
son baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 32. Basallo has four
game this season with 3 RBIs and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18.

HOT PRADO: Elio Prado has had a strong run going at the plate since moving into the leadoff spot in the order
as he is batting 12/34 over the last eight games and has only struck out three times in that time frame. His
average of .353 is the best on the team in that span and has recorded a hit in eight straight starts.

TURN TWO: The infield defense for the Shorebirds have been great at turning double plays as they lead the
league with 33 - Good for third most in Single-A behind Bradenton and San Jose.

CLEANING UP THE DEFENSE: The defense for the Shorebirds has had its share of hiccups in the month of May.
Delmarva was one of cleanest defensive units in April, committing 18 errors in 19 games but this month they
have 24 in just 16 games with only Salem (30) having more in May. The bulk of the errors have occurred during
this road trip as they have 17 in the last 10 contests.

SERIES WITH THE CHAMPS: The Shorebirds continue their two week road trip as they head to face the defend-
ing champions, Charleston RiverDogs. The two played just one series last season that was also at the Joe and
the RiverDogs took five of the six games in the series. Delmarva won the finale to avoid the sweep and were
out-scored 38-44 in the series.
