THINKIN' ‘BOUT THURSDAY: The River Bandits
lost their fourth-straight game and their second
consecutive one-run game to the Loons, falling
2-1..the Bandits' lone run crossed home on a
game-tying RBI single from Cam Williams in
the second inning ... the top four hitters in Quad
Cities' lineup failed to reach base ... over the
final seven innings of the game, Q.C. recorded
just three base runners and struck out 12 times,
including 10 against Emmet Sheehan who
tossed 5.0 innings of scoreless relief for Great
Lakes .. Anderson Paulino finished the game
with 3.0 shutout innings out of the bullpen for
Quad Cities.

honored with the Dick Howser Award, which is
given annually to one Royals player develop-
ment employee for outstanding contributions
to the organization ... coaching career follows

a playing career in which he ﬁlayed parts of

six seasons in the Majors with Oakland (2008),
Atlanta (2009-11), Milwaukee (2012), Tampa Bay
(2012), and San Diego (2014). He was selected in
the eighth round of the 2001 Draft by Houston,
where he played seven seasons in the minors.
