GAME 111: After beating the Red Sox in the first two games of this series to extend the division lead to four games, the FredNats aim to 
earn at least a series split tonight on Thirsty Thursday against Salem. LHP Alex Clemmey makes his third FredNat start and third in the 
Washington organization after being the center piece of the deal that sent Lane Thomas to the Cleveland Guardians before the trade 
deadline. Clemmey pitched four innings of one-run ball last week against Carolina, and faces Salem for the fourth time total. In 10 innings 
this year with Lynchburg against Salem, Clemmey allowed five earned runs, four of which came in his first start against the Sox back in 
April. He’s racked up a whopping 20 strikeouts in those 10 innings against the Sox. 
ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Fredericksburg scored single runs with two outs in the first two innings to jump ahead, and ended up needing to hold 
on to the game late as Salem had the tying run at third base in the 9th. Anthony Arguelles picked up back-to-back strikeouts with runners 
at first and third in the 9th to preserve a 4-3 win for the Freddies. FXBG took advantage of four Salem errors to score three unearned 
runs, but clutch RBIs from Brandon Pimentel and Jose Colmenares were enough to win. Travis Sykora allowed two runs in 4.2 IP with five 
strikeouts and one walk. 
INSTANT IMPACT: Washington’s top two picks in the 2024 draft - Seaver King and Caleb Lomavita - both made their professional debuts 
this week and have majorly contributed to the two wins this week over Salem. King has two hits in both his games so far, including a 
triple in the first inning of last night’s game to open the scoring. Lomavita has two hits in two games and has scored five runs, reaching 
base in six out of nine plate appearances. In MLB Pipeline’s updated post-draft rankings that were released yesterday, King is Washington’s 
5th-best prospect and Lomavita is ranked 10th. 
HE’S SOMETHING ELSE: Travis Sykora has proven to be one of the most dominant pitchers in the Carolina League since arriving in 
Fredericksburg on May 1. In seven starts since July 1, Sykora has allowed a total of six earned runs for an ERA of 1.29 in that time frame. 
He’s got 49 strikeouts and nine walks in those six starts, and the FredNats have won five out of the six games. The opponents are hitting 
.112 against him in that time frame, and .162 for the entire season. In MLB Pipeline’s re-ranking of prospects, Sykora shot up the list to 
Washington’s third overall prospect, and entered the Top 100 prospects in baseball as well. 
PITCHING HARDWARE: Travis Sykora became the first pitcher league-wide this year to win back-to-back Pitcher of the Week honors after 
his recent dominance. Sykora’s accolodaes come after his former rotation mate Marc Davis was announced as the Carolina League Pitcher 
of the Month for July after posting an 0.45 ERA in 20 innings across four July starts. Davis was promoted to High-A Wilmington on July 26 
for his efforts. 
NO-HITTER!: Last Friday, Travis Sykora, Angel Roman and Merrick Baldo combined to throw the first nine inning no-hitter in Fredericksburg 
Nationals history. It was the 32nd total no-hitter this year in Minor League Baseball, but only 20 of those have come in full-season ball. 
Of the 32 total no-no’s this year in MiLB, only 16 of them have come in nine innings. It was the second no-hitter this year in the league.
THE SKIP IS BACK: The FredNats’ leader from the last two seasons returns to the Managerial role for 2024. Jake Lowery is back for another 
year in the ‘Burg. Lowery, 34, was selected by Cleveland in the fourth round of the 2011 Draft out of James Madison University, where 
he was given the Johnny Bench Award as the nation’s top collegiate catcher. The Midlothian, Virginia native played in the Nationals 
organization from 2016 to 2019, including parts of two seasons with the Potomac Nationals. Lowery reached the Triple-A level in 2018 
and transitioned to a managerial role in 2021 after nine seasons in the minor leagues. Lowery is the 28th manager in franchise history 
dating back to 1978. Lowery is 203-167 in his two-plus years as Manager in Fredericksburg, including the 2022 Carolina League playoffs. 
THE STAFF: The majority of the 2023 coaching staff returns for 2024, with the lone exception being Hitting Coach Mike Habas. Pitching 
Coach Justin Lord, Development Coach Carmelo Jaime, Performance Analyst Josh Freligh, Strength & Conditioning Nathan Sier and Athletic 
Trainer Jake Meyer are all back from last year’s staff. Lord, 44, will begin his fourth season coaching in the Washington organization. The 
Florida State alum pitched six seasons professionally before transitioning to coaching, spending time in the Baltimore organization prior 
to joining the Nationals. He was the Pitching Coach for the High-A Wilmington Blue Rocks in 2021 and the Double-A Harrisburg Senators 
in 2022 before coming to FXBG in 2023 and spending the last two seasons here. 
Habas, 33, begins his first season in the Washington organization after spending the last four seasons coaching in the Milwaukee Brewers 
organization. He was the hitting coach for the ACL Brewers the last two seasons, and was an Assistant Coach for the independent Gary 
SouthShore RailCats and Head Coach at Prairie State Junior College prior to his time with Milwaukee. Jaime, 38, was Detroit’s 24th round 
selection in the 2008 Draft out of Miami Dade College. The Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic native reached Double-A in his three-year 
minor league career, and has served as the first base coach and infield coach with the FredNats the past three seasons. Meyer is in his 
seventh year with the Nationals overall and second with the FredNats, he spent his first five years at the facility in West Palm Beach, FL. 
Sier is in his second year with FXBG after previous stops with 2SP Sports and Macomb Community College (MI). Freligh begins his second 
year with the Nationals after previous stops with the Boston Red Sox and Los Angeles Dodgers. 



STARTING PITCHER

TONIGHT’S START: Alex Clemmey makes his third start as a FredNat 
tonight, taking on the Salem Red Sox. It’s the lefty’s 22nd start overall, 
having made his first 19 starts with Lynchburg.

Alex was acquired as a key piece in the Nationals’ return for Lane Thomas 
from Cleveland. Coincidentally, the trade was made right before the 
FredNats and Hillcats were scheduled to start a series, so Clemmey 
simply had to switch dugouts.

WELCOME TO PRO BALL: Clemmey faced a rude introduction to the 
Carolina league, as the southpaw struggled mightily in his first month 
playing professionally. Alex sported a 12.60 ERA over five starts (15.0 IP), 
as opponents hit .306 against him.

QUICK CHANGE: Once the calendar flipped to May, Alex almost insantly 
figured out his April issues. Since his first start of May (5/5), Clemey has 
posted a 2.48 ERA in 14 starts (54.1 IP), with a 2.34 K:BB ratio, and hasn’t 
allowed more than three earned runs in any outing.

LAST TIME OUT: Clemmey was much sharper in his second start with 
FXBG. He allowed just one hit and one run over four innings, with four 
strikeouts in a no-decision.
