SAINTS BULLPEN CARRIES LOAD IN SUNDAY VICTORY: The Saints bullpen threw up five zeroes on the
board to ensure a 1-run lead stood up as the St. Paul Saints marched to their 10th victory in the
last 12 games with a 3-2 win in Sunday afternoon's finale from CHS Field. The Saints bouoyed
themselves to an early advantage when Mickey Gasper drilled a solo blast to left field with one

out in the first, his fourth round-tripper since being optioned on May 5 and his sixth in 10 games
with St. Paul. Two batters later, Carson McCusker crushed the fifth-hardest ball in Saints history,
a 115.0 mph laser to left for his 10th of the year, making it 2-0. The Saints have now homered

in eight straight games and McCusker became the first St. Paul Saint to reach double-digit
homers by the end of May. The Bisons tied up the game with a pair of runs in the fourth. Damiano
Palmegiani knocked in both with a single to center field to add blemishes to Travis Adam's final
line (4.0 IP, 2 R, 2 ER, 3 H, 3 BB, 1 SO). Jair Camargo gave the Saints the lead back with an
RBI single following Jeferson Morales' leadoff single that stretched to second on a Buffalo error.
Brady Feigl, Kyle Bischoff, Richard Lovelady, and Ryan Jensen all allowed at least a baseunner
apiece before Anthony Misiewicz worked a clean 1-2-3 ninth inning for his fourth save of the year.

THE SAINTS ARE HOT: Following Sunday's win, the Saints have won 10 of their last 12 games, the
best winning-percentage (.833) among all 120 full-season minor league clubs since Sunday, April

27. Over the past 12 games, the Saints have outscord their opponents 63-62 (+1). St. Paul's
team batting average of .289 (110-381, t-3rd), 21 team home runs (2nd), and team OPS of .873
(2nd) are all top-5 among all 120 full-season minor league teams in that span.

CHICKS DIG THE LONGBALL: After hitting just 7 homers in their first 12 games of the season, which
ranked tied for the second-fewest in the International League at the time, the Saints have touched
off for 37 round-trippers in their last 23 games, which ranks second only to Charlotte (40) in all
of minor league baseball in that span. St. Paul have hit at least one home run in their previous
eight games, a season-high streak and the longest for the club since the Saints homered in 11
igames in-a-row from April 27-May 10 last season (the franchise-record is 25 straight games, set
from May 25-June 21, 2023).

HEY MICKEY, YOU'RE SO FINE: Saints utility man Mickey Gasper was named the International
League Player of the Week for the previous week. After being optioned by the Twins for the second
time this year on May 5, Gasper hit .478 (11-23) with two doubles, four homers, and six RBI

in six games last week vs Buffalo. His 11 total hits and 4 homers were both tied for the most in
minor league baseball last week and his .571 OBP, 1.087 SLG%, and 1.658 OPS were all the
highest among hitters with at least 20 AB in MiLB last week. The New Hampshire native now has
six homers in 10 games in a Saints uniform this year, already halfway to his career-high total set
last season in the Boston organization between Double-A and Triple-A. Gasper has quite simply
been one of the best hitters in the minors the last two years. Since the start of 2024 with the
Boston org, he ranks as the 2nd best hitter in MiLB by both OPS and wRC+ (weight runs created
plus, where 100 is league average, a ballpark and league adjusted measure):

McCUSKER McCRUSHING: Saints outfielder Carson McCusker is crushing the ball to open the
season and is currently tied with three others for the minor league home run lead and ranks 2nd
in Triple-A in average exit velocity to start the year (see below). On Sunday afternoon, he drilled a
115.0 mph laser over the left field wall, recording the fifth-hardest batted ball in Saints franchise
history. McCusker now has the three hardest hit balls by a St. Paul hitter this season and six of
the top-10, including three batted balls that rank among the top-10 in exit velocity in Saints
history. The 6-8 slugger is the first batter in St. Paul Saints franchise history with double-digit
homers before the end of May. The Sparks, Nevada also saw a career-long 12-game hitting streak

come to an end on Saturday, the longest by a St. Paul batter so far this year, and a span in which
he hit .423 (11-26) with 2 HR, 2 doubles, and 6 RBI.

RUNNING INTD OUTS The Saints are Just 26-0f-41 (63.4%) in stealing bases as a team this year,
making them the least efficient team in Triple-A in stealing and bottom-10 in the minor leagues
(they currently rank 114th out of 120 full-season teams). The Minnesota Twins are also bottom-5
in the majors in stolen-base% (72.7%) in the majors and Double-A Wichita are bottom-20 in the
minors as well (69.2%).

“I'M JUST LOOSENING MY ARM": Saints utility-man Jeferson Morales now has five outfield assists on
the year, which places him t-4th in baseball (majors & minors), trailing only the Guardians' Steven
Kwan (6), Baltimore's Tyler O'Neill (6), & Hub City's Anthony Gutierrez (6). He's already just the
6th-ever Saint with at least five OF assists in a season, joining Jimmy Kerrigan (2x, 9-2021,
6-2021), Mark Contreras (2x, 8-2022, 5-2021), DaShawn Keirsey, Jr. (7, 2024), Jake Cave (6,
2022), Matt Wallner (5, 2023).

THE STARS OF TOMORROW, TODAY: The Saints' current roster features eight of Minnesota's Top-30
prospects according to MLB.com and nine according to Baseball America. The Saints tout four
of Minnesota's top-10 prospects on the MLB Pipeline list: OF Emmanuel Rodriguez (No 2. MLB.
com, No. 2 BA), RHP Zebby Matthews (-/4), RHP Marco Raya (6/8), RHP Andrew Morris (9/10),
RHP Cory Lewis (11/20), INF Payton Eeles (23/17-currently on 7-day IL), RHP Travis Adams
(22/22), C Diego Cartaya (24/21), & C Jair Camargo (-/23). Rodriguez checks in at the No. 19 on
the MLB Pipeline's top-100 prospects and No. 37 on Baseball America's Top-100 list.

ITWINS REPORT: The Minnesota Twins (21-20) have won a season-best eight straight after after
completing a sweep of the Giants with a 7-6 win on Sunday at Target Field. They kick off a six-
lgame road swing tonight at Camden Yards against the Orioles, who Twins swept in three games
a week ago. Simeon Woods Richardson (2-2, 4.01) gets the ball for Minnesota; he's given up 2
ER or fewer in three straight starts. Down on the farm, Double-A Wichita (19-14) have won three
straight games and return home to face Arkansas (SEA) this week. High-A Cedar Rapids (20-12)

have won 9 of their last 13 games as they host Peoria (STL). Low-A Fort Myers (15-18) have
dropped five straight and square off on the road at Jupiter (MIA) this week.

LAST APPEARANCE: Started Wednesday vs Buffalo and pitched around traffic in each inning of
work in his sixth outing of the year. Threw 30 four-seam fastballs (35%), 25 cutters (29%),
9 changeups (10%), 9 sinkers (10%), 8 sweepers (9%) and 5 curveballs (6%). Recorded
eight swings-and-misses, led by four on the four-seamer. Recorded 4/6 strikeouts on the
four-seamer and two on the changeup.

ON THE FAST TRACK: In just his second full-season in the minors last year, Morris ascended
through three levels of the minor league ladder to finish the year making his first six starts
at the Triple-A level. It's not the first time that Morris has accelerated at a faster pace than
his peers. He graduated high school at just 16 years old, starting his freshman season of
college at just 17. He was born on the cutoff date of September 1 for starting school and
his mother chose to start him in kindergarten a year ahead. Not only that, he also skipped
second grade as he was being homeschooled in Alaska.

BUILDING UP TRAVEL POINTS: Although he was born in New York City, Morris claims Boulder,
Colorado as his hometown. He moved from NYC as a child to Oregon, then to Alaska, and
then to Colorado, where he attended Monarch High School in Boulder. He tells people Boulder
is where he’s from as that’s where he lived the longest.

LET’S GET FUNKY: Lacking the prototypical build of a frontline starter, Morris’ unusual delivery
has been noted as a reason why hitters have such a hard time picking up his pitches. Fangraphs
prospect writer Eric Longenhagen noted in last year’s mid-season report that “Morris’ delivery
is weird. He has a high front side throughout his delivery and creates a slight crossfire angle
with stride direction before throwing out of a high arm slot. It’s rare for cross-bodied pitchers
to also have a north/south arm slot this extreme and it seems to disorient hitters.”

CLIMBING THE LADDER: Before transferring to Texas Tech for his senior year, Morris pitched for
three years at Division 2 Colorado Mesa University, helping his team reach the DIl National
Championship Game in 2019 as a freshman (Mesa finished as Runner-up to Tampa that
year). Morris was named the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year for his
efforts that season and was a Division 2 2nd-Team All-American in 2021 before transferring
to Texas Tech as a redshirt junior.

MAD MORRIS: Morris’ mound routine can involve arguing with himself or talking to himself on
the mound. “I'm really just analyzing the last pitch, moving on to the next pitch and what it
should be,” Morris remarked. “Sometimes there are not-so-nice words involved, but reall it's
‘Trust it. Throw it to the mask’ Other times, ‘it's good left side, how can we work off of that?
What's next, and then next?’ There's lots of things going through my head.”
