TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: Altoona plays their lone series of the Second Half with Richmond this
week, the final series before the All-Star break.

Lefty Tyler Switalski makes his Double-A debut tonight, he hails from Washington, PA and played at West
\Virginia Univsity where he was picked in the 16th round by the Giants in 2024. Switalski attended Waynesburg
Central HS and began his college career at Gardner-Webb where he was a 2023 All-Big South Second-Team
pick. At WVU he went 5-3 with a 5.10 ERA and struck out 58 hitters in 67.0 innings.

MATTY AG: Righty Matt Ager has overcome a rough month of June (18 R in 22.2 IP) and straightened things out
across his first two starts in July. After throwing a career-long 7.0 innings on July 4 at Portland, Ager followed it
up with 6.0 innings of 2-run ball on Friday, July 10, giving him a 2.08 ERA (3 ER / 13.0 IP) over his last 2 outings.

NICE TO MEET YOU, TITUS DUMITRU: Over his last 13 games, outfielder Titus Dumitru has reached base safe-
lyn each game, batting .314 with a .876 OPS. It is the second-longest on-base streak of his season following an
18-gamer in late-May to early-June.

LONNIE LONGBALLS: Outfielder Lonnie White Jr. hit his career-high 15th home run of the season on Wednes-
day, July 8 against Richmond. White Jr. is third among Pirates minor leaguers in homers this season, he is 1
RBI shy of matching his career-high (44 set in 2024).

THE STARS ARE OUT: 2023-24 Curve alum Braxton Ashcraft was named as a replacement to the National
League roster for the MLB All-Star Game. Ashcraft is the 25th alumni (non-rehabs) to be selected to the All-Star
Game. 8 players in franchise history have rehabbed with the Curve that have All-Star Game appearances on
their resume.

MOSS IS BOSS: Curve 1B Callan Moss hit Altoona's third Grand Slam of the season on Tuesday, June 30 at
Portland. All four of the Grand Slams hit by the Curve this year have been in road games. Moss is amid a 14-
game on-base streak, in which he’s hitting .404 (21-for-52) with 2 2B, 2 HR, 10 RBI and a 1.033 OPS. Since June
12 (23G), Moss is batting .352 with an .872 OPS and recorded 10 multi-hit games. In that time he's raised his
season batting average from .246 to .277.

IF ALL THE ICE MELTS, IS IT JUST BERG LETTUCE?: Catcher Derek Berg picked up a career-high 4 hits on June
26 vs Reading. Altoona catchers have driven in 44 runs this year, 4th-most by an Eastern League club. Berg hit
.333 with 7 2B, 6 RBI and an .844 OPS in 18G in June.

PUPPIES: Among the 21 position players that have suited up for the Curve, 11 have made their Double-A debut
this season. Only 5 pitchers (23 total}lwho have thrown for the team this year have made their level debut.

ITS OUTTA HERE: The Curve have 19 games this season in which they've hit at least two home runs. The Curve
have hit 81 home runs in 85 games, they're on pace to hit 134 homers which would be the most in a season
since 2023 when the club hit 122 round trippers. Altoona’s franchise record of 143 homers in a season was set
in 2022. 17 different players have hit a home run this season, 2nd-most by an Eastern League club.

Overall, Double-A clubs have experienced an incredible bump in home runs. Entering play on July 11, Eastern
League hitters have hit 1,155 home runs in 33,224 at-bats (1 per 28.76 AB's), compared to 1,238 in 52,638 games
last year (1 per 42.52 AB's); an increase of 47.8%. The most home runs hit in an Eastern League season, since
2005, is 1,824 home runs in 2022 (1 per 29.6 at-bats).

IAcross Double-A, homers are up 53.1% and the team batting average for the Eastern League is up to .247 (from
.232 in 2025), which would be the highest since 2018 (.253).
