An error plated Enrique Bradfield Jr. in the seventh
to set the final margin at 5-0. The Jumbo Shrimp mustered
only three hits in the defeat, and were just 1-for-8 with
runners in scoring position. It was the first time they were
shut out since August 2 vs. Columbus.

PARTY LIKE IT'S 1964

At 88-60 (.595), Jacksonville's 88 wins are not only the most
in Triple-A, but the city's most in a season since the 1964
Jacksonville Suns finished the campaign 89-62 (.589). By
winning percentage, Jacksonville is currently enjoying its
best season since the 2006 Suns posted an 86-54 (.614)
record. Should Jacksonville win their final two games of

the season, they would be 30 games over .500 for the first
time since those 2006 Suns finished the campaign 32 games
over .500. Two wins in the final two regular season contests
would also make this year's Jumbo Shrimp the fourth
Jacksonville team to ever reach 90 wins in a campaign.

MEN OF STEAL

In 2024, the Jumbo Shrimp mustered only 86 stolen bases,
29th in Triple-A and 119th out of the 120 MiLB teams.
Jacksonville was not much better in the 2023 (124 steals,
20th in Triple-A) nor 2022 (114, 23rd in Triple-A) campaigns.
This season, the Jumbo Shrimp have swiped a franchise-
record 301 bags, second-most in Triple-A and tied for
seventh-best in MiLB. Jacksonville, which has not finished in
the top five at their level in stolen bases since at least 2005,
has more games with multiple stolen bases (83) in 2025
than games with either one steal (32) or no steals (33).

THE CHICKS DIG IT

Jacksonville has bashed home runs in 15 of their last 19
games dating back to August 30. During this stretch, the
Jumbo Shrimp have bashed 25 round-trippers, ttied for the
fourth-most in Triple-A. Comparatively, the club hit just 16
home runs in the 23 games from August 2-28, the fewest at
the Triple-A level.

is the first for the Jumbo Shrimp since 2017, and the

first playoff home game in Northeast Florida in 11 years.
Jacksonville will be vying for its eighth championship in

the city's Double-A/Triple-A era (1962-present). The 1968
Jacksonville Suns won the 1968 Governors' Cup to win the IL
before claiming six Southern League titles.

FORMULA ONE

With a 29-14 (.674) record in one-run games, Jacksonville
is tied with Indianapolis for the most one-run victories in
all of Minor League Baseball. The 29 one-run triumphs

are the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014, when the
Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run triumphs. In
2025, the Jumbo Shrimp are 57-33 (.633) in games decided
by three runs or fewer, meaning 64.8 percent of their 88
victories have come by those slim margins.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

While the club has made 124 errors, the sixth-most in
Triple-A, Jacksonville's rangy defense has helped the club
yield the fewest hits and second-fewest runs at the level
this season. The Jumbo Shrimp lead Triple-A in defensive
efficiency, which simply measures how many batted balls
put into play that are turned into outs, at .716, meaning
they have turned 71.6 percent of balls put in play into outs.

RECORDS ARE MADE TO BE BROKEN

Jacksonville has already set franchise-records in stolen
bases and pitching strikeouts. The club is also nearing a pair
of other records; The Jumbo Shrimp have used a whopping
90 players this season, matching the club record set last
season. Of those 90 players, 49 have been pitchers, just two
away from tying another club record set last season. They
have also used 35 different starting pitchers, smashing the
previous record of 28 set last year.

On the heels of dropping six of seven, the Jumbo Shrimp
have won 12 of their last 18 games... Jacksonville's 44 road
wins are the club's most since at least 2005.
