JUMBO SHRIMP EDGE KNIGHTS, 3-2

Patrick Monteverde tossed 5.0 innings of one-run ball and
Jacksonville squeaked by Charlotte 3-2 on Wednesday at
VyStar Ballpark. The Jumbo Shrimp took an early lead in the
second inning on Matthew Etzel's RBI single. A LaMonte
Wade Jr. homer tied the game in the fourth, only for
Jacksonville to regain the advantage on Jesus Bastidas' RBI
double. Jacob Gonzalez evened things again in the seventh
with an RBI single. An error brought home a Jumbo Shrimp
run in the eighth, setting the final margin at 3-2. Cade
Gibson tossed 2.0 scoress innings and Brian Navarreto went
2-for-3 with a double, walk and two runs scored.

SHUT DOWN CYCLE

Over the last 10 games, Jacksonville has yielded only 15
runs, 13 earned, on 35 hits in 91.0 innings (1.29 ERA,

3.5 H/9). The club's pitching dominance coincides with
the Jumbo Shrimp going 8-2 to help rebound from a 1-6
beginning to the season. During this 10-game stretch,
Jacksonville hurlers have combined to register 116
strikeouts (32.7 percent of their 355 batters faced) against
46 walks.

'PEN PALS

Jacksonville's bullpen led Triple-A in ERA (3.64) and BAA
(.214) in 2025 while also throwing the fifth-most innings
(700.2) of any bullpen at the level. However, over the first
five games of 2026, Shrimp relievers combined to surrender
22 runs, 21 earned, on 27 hits (9.6 H/9) in 25.1 innings for

a 7.46 ERA (21 BB, 7.5 BB/9, 38 K, 13.5 K/9). The club has
turned that around over the last 12 contests, yielding only
nine runs, eight earned, on 19 hits (3.2 H/9) in 53.0 innings
fora 1.36 ERA (26 BB, 4.4 BB/9, 79 K, 13.4 K/9).

TRUST THE PROCESS

Jacksonville ranks in the bottom three in Triple-A in several
offensive categories, including average (.194), OBP (.302),
SLG (.297), OPS (.599) and hits (103). The potential silver
lining for the club has been they also own Triple-A's lowest
BABIP at .253, far below the baseball-wide average of
roughly .300. Perhaps encouragingly is that the Jumbo
Shrimp rank much higher, even if not elite, at the level in
average exit velocity (13th, 88.5), hard-hit percentage (17th,
35.9 percent) and chase rate (18th, 27.9 percent).

He is ranked as the fourth-best
pitching prospect behind Nolan McLean of the New York Mets, Bubba Chandler of
the Pittsburgh Pirates and Trey Yesavage of the Toronto Blue Jays.

-White won Gatorade Player of the Year in the state of Massachusetts twice while at
Phillips Academy Andover (Andover, Mass.) in high school. He went 6-1 with a 0.21
ERA as a junior. As a senior, he was 5-2 with a 1.66 ERA and 95 strikeouts with just 10
hits allowed over 42 innings pitched.

-White has pitched in the Futures Game in both 2024 and 2025.

2025 SEASON

-White began the season with High-A Beloit before earning a promotion to Double-A
Pensacola on June 17. He was promoted on September 2 to Triple-A Jacksonville.

-With the Blue Wahoos, White struck out a career-high 14 - the second-most in
Pensacola club history, including a run of 13 strikeouts over 14 hitters. According

to the Elias Sports Bureau, a strikeout span of 13 across 14 batters -- in White's case,
eight in a row, a single, followed by five more K's -- has never been recorded during
the Expansion Era in the major leagues (since at least 1961).
