Today's Starters: RHP Matt Manning will get the start today for the Mud 
Hens, making his third appearance of the season. Manning is 0-1 with a 9.82 
ERA in two starts this season, allowing 9 runs (8 earned) on 9 hits  and 5 
walks, recording 7 strikeouts in 7.1 innings pitched. Manning's last outing 
came on April 3rd at Round Rock, where he ptiched 4.2 innings, allowing only 
2 earned runs on 4 hits, although walking three and striking out four. Manning 
looks to continue his rebound at home tonight. 
 
RHP Cade Horton  will get the nod for the Iowa Cubs tonight against the Mud 
Hens. In his only appearance this season, Horton pitched 3.1 scoreless 
innings against Indianapolis on April 3rd, only allowing one hit, walking four, 
and striking out six. Horton aims to find his groove again against the Hens 
for a strong outing. 
 
A Game to Forget: The Mud Hens fell  in their largest loss yet this  season to 
the Iowa Cubs, falling 14-1 last night at Fifth Third Field. 
 
The Mud Hens were held without a baserunner until the 3rd inning, when Jack 
Dunn took a walk and Riley Unroe singled for the team's first hit. Dunn 
reached base three times, once on a fielder's  choice, and another time on a 
HBP. David Hensley and Bligh Madris each recorded singles, and Eliezer 
Alfonzo recorded the Mud Hens' only RBI, driving in Madris with a s ingle.  
 
Lael Lockhart had a rocky outing last night, allowing 5 runs (including a grand 
slam) in the first inning. He allowed 7 total on the night, doing so on 5 hits 
and 3 walks. Ryan Miller made a relief appearance, pitching 2.1 innings, 
allowing 6 runs on 6 hits (2 home runs). Chase Lee pi tched the 7th and 8th 
innings, only allowing one run on two hits, striking out four to add to his sol id 
season. Jason Foley closed out the game, pitching a scoreless inning with 1 
hit al lowed and 2 punchouts.  
 
Hot Hens Hitters: The record does not show it, but Mud Hens have a handful 
of standout hitters so far into the season. Tigers #7 prospect Jace Jung has a 
hit in 6 of his 8 games, and has reached based safely in all 8. New addition Ben 
Gamel is riding a 5 game hit streak, in the streak he is batting 11-22, .500 AVG. 
Outfielder Jahmai Jones is hitting .313 AVG the last 7 games, after struggling 
opening weekend. Lastly, Toledo as a team leads the International League 
when ahead in the pitch count, with .363 AVG (33-91) 
 
Returning Home : The Mud Hens are  back in front of the home crowd for their 
first 6 game home series this  season. Hosting their first National League 
affiliate of the  season. Toledo lost on two brutal walk offs last week, now at 
home they hope to continue the hitting and improve the pitching to get some 
walk offs and fireworks in Toledo.
