ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils hit the road and begin their penultimate road trip of the season at the Altoona Curve, Double-A affiliate of the Pittsburgh Pirates. It is the 
first-of-six matcups with the Curve this season, with all six at People’s Natural Gas Field in Altoona. After not playing at all in 2024, this week is Reading’s first 
matchup with the Curve since playing a series in Altoona from July 18-23, of the 2023 season.

Game 112 Recap
The Fightin Phils fell to Akron on Sunday night 19-10. After scoring five runs in the bottom of the first, the RubberDucks outscored Reading 19-6 the rest of 
the way. Wil Crowe started and struggled, allowing eight runs on 10 hits over three innings. Gunner Mayer followed, by allowing six runs on seven hits over 1.1 
innings of relief. Jaydenn Estanista (1.2 IP) and Tristan Garnett (1.0) were the only of the six R-Phils’ pitchers to not allow any runs on the night. Reading got 
nine hits in total, with Leandro Pineda having two, including a triple and home run. Bryson Ware hit his first Double-A home run and Felix Reyes continued his 
strong week with his team-leading 12th homer of the season. The 24 hits Reading allowed were the most given up in a game since allowing 26 to Akron on July 
9, 2024; which was also the last time the R-Phils allowed 20+ hits in a game. The 19 runs allowed were the most since also allowing 19 in that same July 9 game 
last season against Akron. 

Griff Getting Honors
For the second time this season, tonight’s starter Griff McGarry was named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week. He also won the award on Apr. 7. Against     
Akron last Wednesday, McGarry fired six-shutout innings, while allowing just two hits. He struck out a season-high and Double-A best 12 batters in a no-de-
cision. It was the second-straight start he punched out 10+ batters. After issueing a walk in the top of the second, McGarry retired the next 15 batters. Over his 
last two starts, McGarry has punched out 23 batters over 11.0 IP (18.82 SO/9.0 IP). Over three August starts, McGarry has a 1.80 ERA (3 ER, 15.0 IP), with 27 
strikeouts and just four walks (6.75 SO/BB). His August Eastern League ranks are: T-7th ERA (1.80), 1st SO (27), 2nd BAA (.140), 1st WHIP (0.73). His start 
last Wednesday was the first time McGarry went 6+ innings since July 21, 2023, at Altoona, a night where he struck out 10.

Buzzed Hair Miller
After going hitless on July 26 against Binghamton, Aidan Miller told The Athletic’s Matt Gelb that teammate Dylan Campbell buzzed Miller’s hair becuase 		
Miller said pre-game that if he went hitless he would shave his head. Since sporting the new haircut on July 27 (17 games), Miller is slashing .329/.429/.543 
(.972 OPS); with 19 runs, nine doubles, two homers, nine RBI and is 10-11 in stolen bases. Miller has hits in 14-of-17 games and posted 2+ hits in eight of the 
games. Included in that stretch was an Eastern League Player of the Week honor last Monday. Miller enters play today with an Eastern League best, and Phillies 
organziational best, 47 stolen bases on the season. He is the first Fightin Phil to swipe 40+ bags in a season since Quintin Berry in 2009. If Miller is to reach 50 
over the next 24 games, he would be the first Reading player to steal 50-or-more in a season since Jose Leiva swiped 50 in 1987.  

King Felix
Over six games last week, Felix Reyes slashed .385/.448/.692 (1.140 OPS); with seven runs, five doubles, one home run and seven RBI. Since the start of June, 
Reyes holds the following Eastern League ranks: 1st AVG (.333), T-5th RBI (32), 6th OBP (.376), 1st SLG (.578), 1st OPS (.954), T-1st hits (64), T-1st doubles 
(17), 1st XBH (28), T-1st total bases (111) and T-3rd in runs scored (38).

Ricketts Rolling
Caleb Ricketts matched a career-best with four base hits on Tuesday night. It was the fourth time in Ricketts’ career he had four hits in a game, with the last 
coming on June 8 of this season, when he was rehabbing with Clearwater (A). He then homered for the second-straight night on Wednesday. Ricketts has been 
red-hot in August; over 12 games, Ricketts is slashing .358/.382/.547 (.929 OPS), with 10 runs, four doubles, two home runs and 10 RBI. 

Swiper Yes Swiping
Since July 29, the Fightin Phils lead the Eastern League with 44 stolen bases, 10 ahead of second place over that stretch. On the season, Reading now ranks 
fourth in the league with 145 stolen bags, which comes after stealing 152 all of last season.

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 19, 1990: At Reading, Andy Ashby goes 7.0 shutout innings to pick up his 4th straight win and reach 22 consecutive innings without allowing a run as 
the R-Phils beat New Britain, 2-1.  The Eastern League’s top hitter, Jeff Bagwell, is held hitless in 4 at-bats for the Red Sox.

“Curve” Ball
Altoona has a 56-57 record and is first in the Southwest Division in the second half with a 26-19 record. The Curve took four-of-six games from Richmond last 
week heads to Harrisburg next week. Altoona’s roster includes xx of Pittsburgh’s top-30 prospects: Konnor Griffin (1), Termarr Johnson (6), Esmerlyn Valdez 
(15), Mitch Jebb (18), Omar Alfonzo (19), Jack Brannigan (21), Anthony Solometo (25) and Wilber Dotel (28).

Altoona Arm
Lefty Dominic Perachi makes his fourth start for Altoona tonight, and is 0-1, with a 10.24 ERA (11 ER, 9.2 IP). He last pitched last Wednesday at Richmond, 
allowing six runs over 3.2 IP, and has allowed 11 runs over his last two starts (4.2 IP). Perachi began the season on the IL and rehabbed with the FCL-Pirates 
(ROK), Bradenton (A) and Greensboro (A+). He split 2024 between Greensboro (A+) and Altoona, going 7-5, with a 3.53 ERA over 26 games and 18 starts. The 
24-year old was an 11th round pick by Pittsburgh in the 2022 draft out of Salve Regina College in Rhode Island.
