ON THE BUMP: RHP Tyson Hardin will make his first career start against the
Memphis Redbirds in Saturday night's penultimate game. Hardin has posted a 2-1
record with a 1.89 ERA in 33.1 innings pitched since being promoted to Nashville on
May 17, including three quality starts against the lowa Cubs, Gwinnett Stripers and
Durham Bulls. In his last start, Hardin tossed an efficient 5.0 innings against the
Bulls, allowed two runs on three hits and struck out five batters in a no decision. He
is ranked T-2nd for the most strikeouts (23) against the Bulls since 2024 in three
starts or less against a team, including a career-high 11-strikeout performance on
June 9. Hardin owns the leaderboard in strikeouts (79) and ties for 1st in games
started (13) among qualified minor league pitchers in the Brewers farm system.

LARA 30: Luis Lara went 1-for-3 and added an RBI-single in the top of the fifth to tie
the game Friday night. It marked his 30th RBI of the season and is the fifth Sound
to reach 30+ RBI (Jeferson Quero - 39, Eddys Leonard - 37, Jett Williams - 36, Brock
Wilken - 33) on the year. Lara has produced an RBI-streak of four consecutive
games, two different times this season. Lara continues to lead the team in batting
average (.314), ranks second among full season minor league hitters in the Brewers
farm system and sixth in the International League. It's the third time he has
recorded 30+ RBI in his five-year career, with his single-season career-high coming
during the 2024 season with High-A Wisconsin (41).

WALK OF LIFE: Eddys Leonard earned a new season-high in walks (3) in Friday
night's game against the Memphis Redbirds. The three walks marks the sixth time
he has recorded 3+ walks in his nine-year career. Leonard ranks tied for fifth on
the team in walks (23) this season, while Luis Lara leads with 45. Leonard's single-
season career-high in walks continues to sit at 51 during the 2021 season (High-A
Great Lakes, Single-A Rancho Cucamonga). Leonard currently ranks fifth in total
bases (104), seventh in batting average (.276) and ties for seventh in hits (58) among
full season Brewers minor league hitters.

ONE AND DONE: The Sounds fell to the Redbirds with a 4-11loss on Friday night and
marked the 24th time this season the team has been held to less than three runs.
Nashville is 11-9 in one-run games and are 0-6 when scoring one run or none this
season. The Sounds were 15-41 when scoring three runs or less, while posting five
hits or less in 35 games (20 - Home, 15 - Road) and went 2-24 when scoring one or
no runs during the 2025 season.

EDUAR-DOS: Eduardo Garcia earned the first multi-hit game of his Triple-A career
after going 2-for-4 on Thursday night. He has a hit in both games he's gotten an
at-bat since joining Nashville and is 3-for-8 with a pair of strikeouts. He had a multi-
hit game in his last game with Double-A Biloxi on June 14 and owns 11 multi-hit
performances in 55 games this year.

MUR-THREE: Ethan Murray clubbed his third home run of the season and first
since game two of a doubleheader at Louisville on May 7. After going hitless over his
final four games of May, Murray is hitting .500 (11-for-22) with three doubles and a
home run over his last seven games. He has also drawn six walks and owns a .607
OBP and 1.380 OPS in the month of June.

DEJA BADDOO: Akil Baddoo belted a pair of home runs covering 842 feet in his
first two plate appearances of Wednesday's game. It was his second multi-HR game
in 23 games with Nashville this season, and his sixth career multi-HR game. He's
up to six home runs on the year and tied for the fifth-most for a Nashville player
this season along with Luke Adams and Cooper Pratt. His third-inning grand

slam was the Sounds fourth slam of the year and first since Eddys Leonard hit his
second of the season on May 16 vs. lowa. Baddoo finished the game with six RBI,
the most for a Nashville player since Brewer Hicklen also drove home six on May 14,
2024, at Jacksonville. Despite having a pair of big-league grand slams to his name,
Wednesday was the first in the minors after 504 career games.
