The Streaky BlueClaws...The BlueClaws have been quite streaky of late — they enter today on a four game
winning streak, which was preceeded by a 4-12 stretch through July 27...That stretch was preceded by a
13-6 run that began on July 3", and that was preceded by an eight-game losing streak...Jersey Shore’s
longest winning streak of the season was 11 (May 1 — 12*", a franchise record).

Playoff Picture...The BlueClaws are tied for second place, 1.5 games behind first place Hudson Valley and
are level with Aberdeen...There are 18 games left...Last year, the BlueClaws trailed by six games on August
3 and rallied to make the postseason on the final day.

Down on the Boardwalk...The BlueClaws are on Coney Island this week to take on Brooklyn...Jersey Shore
leads the season series 12-9 from the Cyclones and took two of three from Brooklyn in the first series after
the All-Star break.

Keaton Mashing...Keaton Anthony had two hits including a home run on Sunday, his second long ball with
Jersey Shore...He had an eight game hitting streak snapped on Thursday but he is 15-42 with three doubles,

multi-hit games...He had a walk-off single on July 23" against Aberdeen...He was hitting .322 in 44 games with Clearwater, adding four home runs and 21 RBIs,
and drew 28 walks in 186 plate appearances while striking out only 28 times...He signed as an NDFA from the University of lowa in 2023 after three years with

the Hawkeyes.

Touch ‘em All Troy...OF Troy Schreffler hit a home run on Sunday, his eighth of the season — four of them have come since July 30™"...Schreffler hit three on

the two week trip to Hudson Valley and Wilmington before his home run on Sunday, which was the 15" of his career...Schreffler needs two home runs (and
Jordan Dissin who leads the team with nine needs one) to reach double-digits, something that has only happened eight times since the BlueClaws became a
High-A affiliate (Jhailyn Oritz leads with 19 in 2021; Baron Radcliff hit 17 in 2022)...Schreffler (at 203 at bats) has fewer at bats than all 10+ home run players.

Miller Goes Boom (Again)...Aidan Miller homered on both Thursday and Friday nights (his other BlueClaws home runs were on July 4™ and Father’s Day) and
added a double on Saturday...He is 17-52 since August 2" with two doubles, two triples and two home runs...After drawing three walks on Thursday, he has
now drawn 24 with the BlueClaws in 206 plate appearances...His three hit game on Friday was his second with the BlueClaws (August 6")... The 20 year old
was the Phillies first-round pick last year...He hit five home runs with Clearwater before joining the BlueClaws on June 11%", two days after his 20" birthday.

In the Second Half...Since the second half began on June 21%, Keaton Anthony is third in the league hitting .348 (Tre Morgan of Bowling Green leads at

.389)...Anthony is also third in on-base percentage at .410 (Morgan leads at .467).

Ware It...Bryson Ware went 3-3 on Saturday after picking up two hits on Thursday and Friday — he went 8-15 in the series with Winston-Salem...He had the
game-winning RBI single in the seventh inning on Thursday...Ware is now 10-32 since joining Jersey Shore last week...Ware has started games at 1B, 2B, 3B,
and $S with the BlueClaws...With Clearwater, he started games at 1B, 2B, 3B, SS, LF, and CF...Ware was an 8™ round pick in 2023 out of Auburn.

Clearwater on 5/30 against Lakeland.

Walk This Way...Aidan Miller drew three walks in the win on Thursdsay...It’s the 10" time a BlueClaw has
drawn three walks in a game this year...Hendry Mendez has done it four times and Bryan Rincon (currently
on the 60-day IL) has done it twice...Mendez has 47 walks this year in 320 plate appearances — last year with
Wisconsin (High-A, Brewers), he drew 23 walks in 257 plate appearances.

Closing the Door...Wen-Hui Pan threw two scoreless innings on Saturday to earn his first High-A save,
adding two strikeouts...Trey Dillard threw a scoreless ninth inning on Thursday to earn his first BlueClaws
save and Jaydenn Estanistata threw a scoreless ninth inning on Friday for his second BlueClaws
save...Dillardearned one with Clearwater earlier this year...Gunner Mayer leads the active BlueClaws with
four saves...Charles King and Estanista have two...Dillard, Pan, and Paxton Thompson each have one.
