FRES-NOTES

OFFENSE OFF AND RUNNING: Fresno has been one of the most productive offenses in the California
League to open the season, scoring a league-best 121 runs through 15 games. The Grizzlies also rank
second in the league in hits (131), walks (94), and RBI (108), while their 19 home runs are tied for second.
Fresno’s .374 on-base percentage ranks third in the Cal League and its .807 OPS trails only San Jose and
Ontario. Even after Sunday’s loss in Ontario, the Grizzlies still sit atop the league in runs scored and contin-
ue to show an offense capable of putting pressure on teams in multiple ways.

HOME SWEET HOME: The Grizzlies have been strong at Chukchansi Park to start the year, going 4-2
through their first six home games. Fresno has outscored opponents 52-40 at home after winning its first
home series of the season. The offense has traveled, too, but the Grizzlies have done a good job of taking
care of business in downtown Fresno as they open this six-game set against Rancho Cucamonga. Fresno
enters Tuesday one game back of first-place San Jose in the North and will try to keep building on a solid
start on its home field.

LEFTIES HAVEN’T SLOWED THEM MUCH: Fresno has held its own against left-handed pitching early in
the season, batting .247 as a team with a .333 on-base percentage and .395 slugging percentage in those
matchups. The Grizzlies have scored 20 runs in 81 at-bats against lefties and have still shown enough power
to leave the yard three times. Luis Mendez has led the way in that split, going 3-for-5 (.600), while Clayton
Gray is 2-for-5 (.400) and Ethan Holliday has posted a 1.025 OPS against left-handers. Roldy Brito and
Wilder Dalis have also each driven in three runs versus lefties, helping keep the lineup balanced.

LEAGUE LEADERS IN THE LINEUP: Fresno has several hitters near the top of the California League
leaderboards through the first 15 games. Tanner Thach is having one of the best starts in the league, rank-
ing first in RBI (21), tied for third in hits (21), third in doubles (7), third in total bases (37), fifth in slugging
(.597), sixth in OPS (1.028), and 10th in on-base percentage (.431). Derek Bernard is tied for the league
lead in runs scored (18), tied for second in hits (21), fifth in total bases (34), and tied for eighth in RBI (12),
while Roldy Brito is fourth in RBI (16) and tied for fifth in hits (20). Cameron Nelson is tied for the league
lead with three triples and ranks second in walks with 13, giving Fresno impact throughout the order.
