Last Game Recap...Kodey Shojinaga had a two run single to cap a 4-run BlueClaws ninth inning as Jersey Shore rallied
for a 7-5 win over Rome on Wednesday, their third straight win...John Spikerman tied the game with a two run
single...The BlueClaws entered the 9" trailing 5-3 after Rome scored four times in the bottom of the eighth.

With a Win...A win would put the BlueClaws at 8-3 after 11 games, something they have never done (the BlueClaws
have been 7-4 once, in 2024, and 6-5 on three previous occasisions [2009, 2010, and 2017])...In fact, the best April in
club history is a 14-10 mark set in 2018 and the BlueClaws have only been over .500 in April four times.

Going for Four...The BlueClaws have won three in a row for the second time this year — last year they didn’t win three
in a row for the first time until June 8" and a second time until July 30™"...Their longest winning streak last year was seven (August 1-8 vs Brooklyn/Hub City).

Tonight’s Starter...Luke Gabrysh struck out four batters in the first inning (the sixth BlueClaw with four strikeouts in an inning; Andrew Baker in 2024 was the most recent)
and fanned the first seven batters he faced in the game...His previous career high sctrikeout mark was five, set three times last year...He is the seventh BlueClaw with at
least six strikeouts in the first two innings in a game...The only other two to fan the first six in a game were Griff McGarry (4/20/2022 vs ASH, came out of the game after the
second inning) and Kyle Kendrick (4/18/2006 vs Greensboro, retired the first 12 total, but six via the strikeout, fanned 12 over 8 scoreless and 2 hit innings).

Salti-Seven...Devin Saltiban enters today on a seven game hitting streak over which he is 10-34 with three doubles and two triples...He has two hits in each of the first two
games of this series...On Thursday, he tripled in the first inning and singled home the winning run in the bottom of the 11" inning for his second multi-hit game of the year...
Saltiban returns to ShoreTown Ballpark where he spent the 2025 season...The #21 prospect in the system was a 3 round pick of the Phillies from Hilo High School in Hawaii
in the 2023 draft...The youngest player on the BlueClaws Opening Day roster in 2025, Saltiban is also the youngest player on the Opening Day roster in 2026, having just
turned 21 on Valentine’s Day.

Welcome to Rome...The BlueClaws and Emperors play six games this week in Georgia, the BlueClaws first trip there as a High-A affiliate...The only previous meeting
between the teams in High-A was in 2023 when the BlueClaws took four of six at ShoreTown Ballpark...Rome beat Jersey Shore three games to one in the 2016 South
Atlantic Legaue Championship Series...BlueClaws manager Mycal Jones played for Rome (then the Rome Braves) in 2010 (.261 in 53 games with 6 HRs and 6 SBs before a
promotion to High-A Myrtle Beach).

Off to Great Starts...BlueClaws starting pitchers have allowed 8 earned runs in 36.1 innings over 10 games on just 20 hits with 49 strikeouts and 19 walks...Plus, three of the
eight runs came in one game (Wilmington scored three off Ryan Dromboski on April 4, so they have allowed two earned runs or less in nine of the 10 games, and one
earned run or less in eight of the 10 games.

Spike Heating Up...OF John Spikerman is 7-13 since Sunday and 6-10 on the current road trip, including a four hit game on Tuesday in the series opener at Rome...He is now
8-18 since returning from the Injured List on Saturday...Tuesday’s four-hit game marked the first of his career...A 3" round pick in 2024 from Oklahoma, Spikerman finished
last year with the BlueClaws, hitting .217 in 24 games...He went 30-30 stealing bases last season including 15 in those 24 games with Jersey Shore.

Double-Digits...The BlueClaws have already reached 10+ runs in a game three times this year (most recently on Tuesday at Rome), including 19 on Opening Night in
Wilmington, a new club record...Last year, the BlueClaws scored 10+ runs in a game seven times and did not do it for a third time until May 24",

Hit Hit, Jose...Jose Colmenares is 8-13 since Sunday with two three-hit games to get to 13-32 so far this year...He had three hits on both Sunday and Tuesday (he had two
three-hit games all of last year, both with Hudson Valley)...Colmenares turned 24 on Opening Day (April 3)...He joined the Phillies in August after being released by the
Yankees...Colmenares hit home runs both for and against the BlueClaws last year...In the winter, he hit .357 in 16 games (eight home runs in 64 PAs) to help the Adelaide
Giants win the Claxton Shield as Australian Baseball League champions.

Caicuto’s Big Day...Luis Caicuto had an RBI double and his first organizational home run on Saturday...The 23 year old was originally with the Diamondbacks and his lone
preivous home run was for the AZL-Diamondbacks on 7/15/2022...He went 1,366 days between home runs...Caicuto hit .299 with the BlueClaws last year before a
hamstring injury ended his season on July 18"...He was acquired by the Phillies in the Minor League Rule-5 Draft in December of 2023.

Two for Tello...Raider Tello is 8-30 to start the year... He smashed the first BlueClaws home run of the year, a three-run shot on Friday in Wilmington...Tello hit eight home
runs with Clearwater last year and seven at lowa in 2024...His five RBIs in the opener were a career-high (had a high of three last year)...His five RBIs in the opener matched
the most by a BlueClaw last year (5x).

Familiar Faces...Of the 30 players on the BlueClaws Break Camp Roster, 22 are returning to the BlueClaws and only eight are making their BlueClaws debuts...By
comparison, last year, 13 players on the Break Camp roster made their BlueClaws debuts...The new faces: LHP Juan Amarante, RHP Ryan Degges, RHP Adilson Peralta, RHP
Danyony Pulido, RHP Giussepe Velasquez, IF Brady Day, IF Raider Tello, and OF Carter Mathison.

Let’s Start Quick...The BlueClaws are looking for their first April winning record since becoming a High-A affiliate...They were 6-14 in 2022, 8-9 in 2023, 9-13 in 2024, and 8-
14in 2025...In 2021, the first year the BlueClaws were a High-A affiliate, the season started on May 4'" and the BlueClaws went 9-18 in May.

Power Index...The BlueClaws have two home runs so far this year (Luis Caicuto on 4/11 vs Brooklyn and Raider Tello in Wilmington on 4/3)...Devin Saltiban (17 in 2024 with
Clearwater) and Brock Vradenburg (10 in 2024 between Jupiter and Beloit in the Marlins system) are the only two BlueClaws with a 10 home run season...Last year, the
BlueClaws did not have a player hit 10 home runs, the second time in franchise history the BlueClaws did not have a player reach double-digits (Jordan Dissin in 2024 and
Zach Arnold in 2025 led the team with nine).
