E-TRAIN BATS TAKE GAME TWO

The Express recorded 17 hits en route to a 13-4
win on Wednesday night. Round Rock CF Michael
Helman led off the bottom of the first with a solo
home run to give the E-Train a 1-O edge. They
scratched three more runs across in the third.
Helman and 1B Blaine Crim belted back-to-back
doubles and 3B Cody Freeman drove Crim in with
a single, extending the lead to 4-0. Helman tallied
his third hit and third RBI on his single in the fourth.
Crim sent the next pitch off of the home run porch
with a three-run shot to make it 8-0. In the top of
the fifth, Tacoma 2B Samad Taylor drove 3B Jack
Lopez in with a single and C Harry Ford notched
a sacrifice fly to put the Rainiers on the board,
8-2. Round Rock plated five runs on four hits in
the bottom of the frame. LF Dustin Harris scored
on a SS Richie Martin groundout to get the inning
started. 2B Alan Trejo and Freeman recorded back-
to-back home runs giving the Express a 13-2 lead
after five. Ford drove in a pair of runs for Tacoma
with his single in the eighth but Round Rock could
not be caught in Wednesday’s 13-4 final.

Round Rock RHP Patrick Murphy will open the
night for the Express in his first start of the year.
Murphy owns a 1-2 record and a 4.15 ERA (8 ER/17.1
IP) across 11 relief appearances this year. He's
tallied seven scoreless outings and allowed just
three extra-base hits without surrendering a home
run this year.

ABOUT LAST NIGHT

Round Rock snapped a three-game losing streak on
Wednesday as the Express tallied 17 hits, marking
their fifth game with at least 15 hits this year. Round
Rock’s first four batters of CF Michael Helman, 1B
Blaine Crim, 2B Alan Trejo and 3B Cody Freeman
all recorded a homer and combined to bat 13-for-19
with 12 RBI and four doubles. As a team, the E-Train
went 17-for-38 for a .447 average at the plate.

CRIM KEEPS GOING

1B Blaine Crim now has the most appearances at
first base in club history (276) after his start there
last night. He has sole possession of fifth place
in club history with 55 home runs and is tied for
sixth in club history with 81 doubles (OF Joey
Butler). He is tied for fourth with 236 RBI (INF Mark
Saccamanno). Crim became the club's second
fastest player to record 60 RBI in a season, doing
it in 60 games. 1B Yordan Alvarez needed only 46
games to accomplish the feat in 2019 as a member
of the Express.

BLACH PARTY

LHP Ty Blach improved to 3-O on Wednesday
night. All of his wins have come in his last three
appearances, becoming one of four PCL pitchers
with at least three wins this month. Among qualified
pitchers in June, Blach is fifth in ERA (4.74) and
third in innings pitched (24.2). The left-hander has
now thrown 5.0 innings or more in seven of his nine
starts this year.
