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YOU GOTTA EARN IN: Craig Yoho extended his streak of not allowing an earned
run to 12 consecutive games in Sunday's 4-3 win against the Stripers. He has
posted 13.2 innings of work, allowing six hits and 17 strikeouts during his streak.
The 12 consecutive games is tied for the fourth-longest active streak in Triple-A
behind Franco Aleman (17 G, COL), fellow teammate Brian Fitzpatrick (14 G), and
Tommy Kahnle (14 G, WOR). After Sunday's scoreless eighth inning, the Brewers
no. 27-rated prospect has not allowed an earned run in 65 of his 72 appearances
with Nashville since making his Triple-A debut. Since the start of the 2024
season, Yoho is the only pitcher in the minor leagues with a sub-1.00 ERA (min.
100 games). He owns a 0.96 ERA across 106 appearances (13 ER / 122.1 IP) while
Jacksonville's Josh White has the second-lowest ERA among pitchers with
100+ appearances over the same span at 2.22 (38 ER/154.1 IP).

STAT PRATT: Cooper Pratt extended his on-base streak to 21 consecutive games,
going 1-for-4 with a run in Sunday's series finale. The Brewers no. 4-rated
prospect is tied for the seventh-longest active on-base streak in Triple-A, and tied
for the third-longest in the International League behind Lamonte Wade Jr. (30

G, CLT), and J.J. Bleday (23 G, LOU), although Bleday hasn't played a game with
the Bats since April 24. During his on-base streak which began on May 7, Pratt is
hitting .284 (23-for-81) with eight XBH (4 HR, 3 2B, 3B) and has 17 RBI. His hit on
Sunday gave him a hit in each of his last seven games, and a hit in 15 of his last 21
games. After begining the season hitting just .156 (10-for-64) through his first 16
games of the season, Pratt is hitting .296 (34-for-115) over his last 31 games.

ZAM-AURA: Freddy Zamora clubbed his second homer of the season with a
two-run shot to left field Saturday night against the Stripers and has connected
on both home runs over his last five games. It was his second career home run at
First Horizon Park in 99 games played as a Nashville Sound. He hit his first after
playing 82 career games at First Horizon Park on September 11, 2025, vs. Gwinnett
and needed to wait just 16 games until getting his second at home. Zamora
finished Saturday night with his fourth multi-hit game of the year and set a new
Triple-A single-game career-high with a 4-RBI game. It was his third career 4+ RBI
game and first since setting his single-game career-high with 5 RBI on August 13,
2023, with Double-A Biloxi when he went 3-for-4 with his first and only career
grand slam.
