TODAY’S GAME: The M-Braves begin a six-game
home series against the Pensacola Blue Wahoos
at Trustmark Park. This is the second of five se-
ries between the two clubs who will meet 30
times (12 at Trustmark Park, 18 at Blue Wahoos
Stadium).

REVENGE TOUR: The M-Braves are looking for
revenge, having lost 5 of 6 games on the road
at Pensacola from May 2-7. The M-Braves suf-
fered three one-run losses and only lost the
aggregate score by one run, 19-18.

BISCUITS FOR TWO: The M-Braves stormed
back for their first late-inning comeback win
of the season on Sunday, scoring four runs
in the ninth to split the series with a 5-2 win.
Scott Blewett turned in a quality start (6 IP/2
ER). Drew Lugbauer and Andrew Moritz each
recorded two RBI in the game.

The series went back-and-forth, featuring three
one-run games and the late comeback by the
M-Braves on Sunday. The aggregate score over
the six games was a 26-26 tie.

TURNING THE SHIP AROUND: The M-Braves
have won eight of the last 11 games since May
9. The club is 14-11 since April 22 when they
started the season at 3-10 with an eight-game
losing streak. The M-Braves swept Chattanoo-
ga in a five-game series at Trustmark Park this
past week, outscoring the Lookouts 27-8. The
M-Braves starting pitchers allowed just one
earned run over 27 innings in the series.

WITH GREAT PITCHIN ME! REAT RE-
SPONSIBILITY: Both clubs feature pitching staffs
that are top five in all of minor league baseball.
The M-Braves lead the Southern League in
pitching and rank 3rd in Double-A, 5th in MiLB,
with a 3.49 ERA. During the month of May,
M-Braves pitching ranks 3rd in MiLB with a 2.79
ERA. M-Braves starters rank 6th in Double-A
with a 3.45 ERA.

The Blue Wahoos are not far behind, ranking
5th in Double-A and 12th in MiLB with a 3.63
ERA. Pensacola starters are 5th in Double-A
with a 3.40 ERA.

TRANSACTION TUESDAY: The M-Braves re-
ceived familiar faces in INF Luke Waddell and
RHP Kyle Wilcox from Triple-A Gwinnett. OF
Jacob Pearson was reinstated from the devel-
opment list.

The M-Braves transferred INF Hudson Potts to
FCL, OF Drew Campbell to Dev List, RHP Daysbel
Hernandez to 7-day IL

PROSPECTING: 6 of Atlanta’s Top 30 MLB Pipe-
line prospects are on the active roster: RHP Vic-
tor Vodnik (11), INF Cal Conley (13), OF Jesse
Franklin V (14), RHP Alan Rangel (26), C Tyler
Tolve (29) and LHP Luis De Avila (30).

“KISS IT GOODBYE”, BUT NOT AT TRUSTMARK
: The M-Braves have 37 homers - 31 coming on
the road. 12 different players have at least one
homer with Drew Lugbauer leading the way
with seven, also T-5th in the Southern League.

COUNTIN’ ON CONLEY: M-Braves leadoff hitter
Cal Conley has hit in six of the last seven games,
reaching base in 11 of the last 12. In May, Con-
ley is batting .246 with two homers, four dou-
bles, six RBI, seven SB and 13 runs in 17 games.

ROLLIN’ ROBLES: LHP Domingo Robles has
been dominant this season, especially as of
late. The left-hander has allowed four earned
runs in his last 23.2 innings. On May 5, the left-
hander went 7.0 innings and allowed no runs
off three hits and a walk with seven strikeouts.
On May 13, Robles struck out a career-high 11
in six innings of one-run ball. Robles is 3-2 with
a 1.99 ERA and 42 strikeouts over 31.2 innings
for the M-Braves.

VIVA LA VALDES: Javier Valdes is currently on a
14-game on-base streak, which began on April

BIG BAD BARGER: The 25-year-old reliever
allowed a run for the first time on May 20 in
his 12th relief appearance. He has four saves
(T-2nd, SL). Barger started the season with 15
shutout innings, with 19 strikeouts to seven
walks, in 11 appearances.

“JESSE FRANKLIN V”: OF lJesse Franklin V hit
two homers and five RBI in his first five games
since returning from injury. The M-Braves rein-
stated Franklin from the 7-day injured list on
May 6. The outfielder went through Tommy
John surgery following an arm injury in April of
last season.

THE KING ADDS ANOTHER GEM TO HIS
CROWN: 1B Drew Lugbauer, the M-Braves
all-time and single-season home run leader,
slugged his 50th career M-Braves home run on
April 30 at Biloxi. Lugbauer has a club record 53
home runs over parts of three seasons, blow-
ing past the previous record of 32 (Travis De-
meritte/Connor Lien). He hit 18 home runs in
2021 and led the Southern League and Braves
minor league system with 28 homers in 2022.
On September 9, 2022, he surpassed Ernesto
Mejia’s (2011) and Mike Hessman’s (2001) sin-
gle-season M-Braves franchise record (26).

Lugbauer recorded his first career M-Braves
triple on May 13 against the Lookouts, then
another on May 16 at Montgomery. He made
his profesional pitching debut on May 17 at
Montgomery tossing 2/3 scoreless innings with
a strikeout of Logan Driscol on an 87 mph fast-
ball.

TOP _PROSPE MITH-SHAWVER COMES AND
GOES: The Atlanta Braves promoted top pros-
pect (Baseball America), RHP AJ Smith Shawver
to Mississippi on May 2. He debuted on May 5,
tossing 2.0 scoreless innings before rain halted
play in the top of the third inning. On May 13, the
right-hander tossed five shutout innings with sev-
en strikeouts in his Trustmark Park debut. Atlanta
promoted Smith-Shawver to Triple-A Gwinnett on
Tuesday.

The 20-year-old has yet to allow a run over 21.0
innings this season. He had 14.0 shutout innings
over three starts with High-A Rome.

Smith-Shawver was Atlanta’s 7th-round pick in
2021 out of Colleyville High School (TX). At 20
years, 163 days, he is the youngest pitcher for the
M-Braves since lan Anderson was promoted to
Mississippi on August 8, 2018 at 20 years, 98 days.
