
MIESES'S MONSTER NIGHT GUIDES RIDERS TO 7-5 WIN:
The Frisco RoughRiders defeated the Springfield Cardinals 7-5 on Friday evening from Riders Field. Frisco (24-19, 68-44) jumped 
ahead in the home half of the second inning against Springfield (26-17, 63-49) starter Alex Cornwell. Tucker Mitchell doubled home 
Cooper Johnson and Alex De Goti, using his first career Double-A extra base hit to give the Riders a 2-0 lead. Mitch Bratt turned in 
two scoreless frames before running into trouble in the top of the third. Springfield erupted for four runs against the lefty, chasing 
him from the game with two outs in the inning. He finished after 2.2 innings, surrendering four runs on seven hits and a walk with 
four punchouts. The Riders answered with a run in the bottom of the third where Luis Mieses belted a solo homer to cut the deficit 
to 4-3. Daniel Mateo evened the score with a 382-foot homer to left, marking his second game-tying shot in as many days. Bryan 
Chi entered in the third inning, spinning 3.1 innings of two-hit, scoreless baseball with four strikeouts. Tied at 4-4 in the bottom of 
the seventh inning, Abimelec Ortiz unloaded on a 421-foot homer to center that gave Frisco a 5-4 lead. Jackson Kelley held the 
Springfield offense at bay with 2.0 scoreless and hitless frames in which he fanned four batters. Andy Rodriguez (3-2) tossed in the 
ninth inning and had Springfield down to their final strike before Chandler Redmond singled in Bryan Torres, evening the score at 
5-5. Down to their final out in the ninth, Ortiz worked a walk to bring Mieses to the plate to face Leonardo Taveras. The lefty blasted 
a two-run walkoff homer, snapping the Riders four game skid. Offensively, the Riders matched their season high with four long balls. 
Frisco was held to just eight hits as Ortiz and Mieses, who combined for three homers, each collected two-hit nights.

PLEASE DON'T HIT ME ONE MORE TIME:
The Riders pitching staff has been a strenghth this season, but the Cardinals have dominated this series on the offensive side. This 
series, Springfield is hitting .361 (56-for-155)/.398/.484/.882 with 11 doubles, two home runs and averaging 7.0 runs per game on 
the offensive side. Frisco's bullpen has a 8.47 ERA and has allowed 29 hits over 16.0 innings this series while blowing saves in all four 
games. 

HOMER HAPPY: 
On Friday, the Riders hit a season-high four home runs with Luis Mieses capping the night with his second for a walk-off home run. It 
was Mieses's third multi-home run game of his career. The RoughRiders has now hit six home runs in the last two games, with those 
six home runs being tied for the most in the Texas League this week (tied with Northwest Arkansas). Frisco is still just seventh in the 
Texas League in home runs this season with 80 across their 112 games (on pace for 98, which would be tied for the fourth-fewest in 
the 21 seasons of the franchise). 

RISP-ECT THIS PLEASE:
Over the last 22 games, the Riders are fourth in the Texas League with a .730 OPS, third with a .259 batting average and are sixth with 
4.2 runs per game. Holding them back, Frisco is just batting just .191 (38-for-199) with runners in scoring position over their last 22 
games. 

READY TO ROCK(ER):
RoughRiders starting pitcher Kumar Rocker has been fantastic in his four starts with the RoughRiders since returning from his 
"Tommy John" surgery rehab this season. In the four starts, he has pitched 15.0 innings, allowing just one run on six hits and two 
walks with 21 strikeouts. Additionally, he has been incredibly efficient, averaging just 12.2 pitches per inning with the Riders. Rocker, 
who was selected by the Rangers as the No. 3 overall pick in the 2022 draft, is the No. 3 prospect in the Rangers organization and the 
No. 1 pitching prospect.  

HOME COOKING:
The RoughRiders have been fantastic at home this year, going 36-18 at Riders Field this season. The Riders lost three home games in 
a row this series for the first time since September 7-9, 2023. At home this season, Frisco has a +70 run differential, a 3.93 ERA and is 
averaging 5.6 runs per game with a .763 OPS. On the road, Frisco is 32-26 with a 3.22 ERA, but a +21 run differential while averaging 
3.9 runs per game and owning a .638 OPS (10th in the league). Cody Freeman is slashing .330/.388/.570/.958 at home this season 
with nine of his 13 home runs. His .330 batting average is the best in the Texas League by a player at their home stadium. 

WE'RE GOING DANCING:
The RoughRiders clinched the first-half Texas League South Division title for the first time since 2014. In the first half, they owned 
the best record in all of Double-A at 44-25 and they won the Texas League South by 4.0 games over the Midland RockHounds. The 
RoughRiders are in the playoffs for the first time since winning the Texas League title in 2022 and finished with the best record in 
Double-A for the first time since 2008. The Riders are on pace for 88 wins, which would break their franchise record of 85 (2007). Of-
fensively, the Riders finished sixth in the league in batting average (.240), fifth in runs per game (4.8), seventh in home runs (45) and 
eighth in OPS (.680). Where they shined was on the pitching side, finishing first in ERA (3.49), third in batting average against (.231) 
and second in saves (19). Their relievers finished with a 2.95 ERA, which was fourth in all of Minor League Baseball.
