TODAY'S HEADLINES

LAST TIME OUT: Once again, the Saints struck big in the first inning,
plating five runs, giving David Festa plenty of support in a 9-5 win. The
first three Saints batters singled, the third of which was an RBI single for
Matt Wallner, putting the Saints on the board. Then it was a pair o
singles from Yunior Severino and Tony Kemp to make it 3-0. Patrick
Winkel doubled them in to make it 5-0 after the top of the first. David
Festa allowed a pair of runs in the first inning on an Edwin Rios home
run, but that was all in his 6.0 innings of work, striking out 10 for the third
time this season, tying the franchise record. Everyone in the starting
lineup recorded a hit, and seven of the nine recorded multi-hit games as
tﬂe Saints won their fourth straight game, their longest winning streak of
the season.

WE’RE GOING STREAKING!: The Saints have won their last four
ames, their Iongest winning streak of the season and longest since
eptember 19-22, 2023. The last time the club won five games in a row

was August 8-12, 2023, taking the first five games of the series against

Louisville. Over the four-game streak, the Saints are hitting .362/.446/

.599, working out to a 1.045 OPS. They have hit eight home runs over

the four games, drawing 24 walks to 34 strikeouts.

A STRIKEOUT FESTA-VAL: David Festa tied the Saints single-game
franchise strikeout record for the third time this season, punching out 10
Louisville bats on Friday night. Festa is only Triple-A pitcher and one of
seven in minor league baseball to record three games with at least 10
strikeouts and one of eight Triple-A pitchers to record a game with 10
strikeouts and no walks.

LOUISVILLE SLUGGERS: Since joining the International League, the
Saints have hit well at Louisville, sporting a .265 batting average, their ,
.363 on-base percentage, their .475 slugging percentage and .835 OPS
are all the best of any venue they’ve played in and the 0.42 home runs
per plate appearance is the best of any ballpark the Saints have played
in, including CHS Field (0.38 HR/PA). It also is tied for the ninth-best of
any team in any ballpark since 2021 (min 12 games) and the best for any
team at Louisville Slugger Field (including Louisville) since 2021.

WALLNER WARMING UP: In his 12 June

games, the Saints have struck out 78 batters to their 10 walks, a 7.80
K/BB ratio, the best in all of baseball.

GO, DIEGO, GO!: Diego A. Castillo has surged again over his last 11
ames, hitting .400 (14-35) with three doubles and a home run with a
.071 OPS. In six June games, Castillo is hitting .423 (11-for-26), with

four multi-hit efforts.

KEMP KRUSHING: Tony Kemp has turned it on over his last 18 games
since May 22, hitting .366 (26-for-71). In that stretch he has hits in 13 of
those 17 games, nine multi-hit games and four three-hit nights. In his last
74 plate appearances, Kemp has drawn three walks and struck out nine
times, sporting a .392 on-base percentage and a .549 slugging
percentage.

SUMMERTIME FEELING: Over the last three series, two players have
stepped up their game at the plate: Yunior Severino and Michael Helman.
