CURRENT NOTES: (4/13) Delivered the best outing by a GreenJackets pitcher in the early season

by striking out a career-high 13 batters in 5 innings of work, including a stretch where he struck out 9
straight Myrtle Beach hitters. Did not factor into the decision. (4/8 @ COL) The opening day starter for
Augusta struck-out 11 batters (A career-high at the time) in 4.1 IP. He did not factor into the decision

2021I: Pitched for the GCL Braves to begin 2021 where he took his game to a new level. The right-
hander was promoted to Augusta on September 7 and showed much promise between the two teams.
With the GCL Braves, worked as reliever and as an opener and kept opponents off the board in 7 of
his 10 outings. Salinas’ strikeout ability is what caught the most attention as he struck out at least 3
batters in all his 10 appearances, including a 10 strikeout performance in 4 innings on August 31, his
final outing with the GCL Braves. He was then promoted to Augusta in September where he impressed
in 3 starts. In 14 innings of work, he allowed just 1 run and struck out 18. In the process, he earned 2
wins as a starter.

CAREER: Signed as an International Free Agent by the Atlanta Braves out of Venezuela in November
of 2018. Pitched all of 2019 with the Dominican Summer League Braves and appeared in 17 games
as a reliever. He dealt 33 innings over the course of the season with a 3.82 ERA while collecting 37
strikeouts. Following the season, Salinas was promoted to the GCL Braves.

CAREER: Drafted hy the Atlanta Braves in the 28th round of the 2019 MLB Draft. A native of New Zealand, he was the third player to be drafted from the country joining Scott Campbell
and Dan Devonshire who both selected by the Toronto Blue Jays in the 2006 and 2012 draft respectively. Pitched for the GCL Braves after being drafted by only made 2 relief appearances
that covered just 4.2 innings.

Pena pitched 50.2 innings, doubling his previous high of 25 from his
first year in DSL. Was used almost exclusively as a reliever making 26 appearances with one of those being a short start against Myrtle Beach on July 10 where he dealt 3 innings to begin
the game. Had a tough start to the season as he allowed earned runs in all 4 of his outings in May but started to settle-in towards the end of the season. Pena finished the year with a 3.35
ERA in the months of August and September combined and started to get a feel for his stuff during that stretch with 23 strikeouts in the two months in 16.1 innings, earning him a 12.8
K/9 during that run.

CAREER: Signed by the Braves as an international free agent in 2017 from the Dominican Republic. Following his signing, the Braves designated him to the Dominican Summer League
where he pitched well with a 3.96 ERA in 15 appearances and 25 innings all out of the bullpen. Earned a promotion to the GCL Braves in the 2018 where he continued to work exclusively
out of the bullpen. Pitched 23.2 innings in 14 outings with a 5.32 ERA. Pitched in the GCL again in 2019 and improved from the year prior as he dropped his ERA to 1.88. Did not pitch as
much in 2018, but saw his strikeout numbers improve in 2019 in the small sample size as he averaged about a strikeout an inning.

CAREER: Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 2nd round and 37th overall pick in the 2017 MLB Draft. Was assigned to the GCL Twins following his selection and pitched well during his
brief season there. Made 5 appearances with 2 starts and finished with a 2-0 record with both of wins coming in relief. Showed his potential in his best outing when he struck out 5in 3
innings of relief against the Red Sox affiliate on August 11. Pitched for the GCL Twins again in 2018 but missed most of the season due to a significant injury and was also out all of 2019.
Did not pitch in 2020 due to COVID-19.

HIGH SCHOOL: Played at Pickering Ajax High School in Ontario. Was regarded as one of the top amateur pitchers in Canada due to a dominate fastball that worked low-mid 90’s and
topping at 96 while complimenting that with a slider and change up. Had the attention of professional scouts as a high draft pick in 2017. He committed to the University of Texas but
ultimately was drafted by the Twins and elected to go to the pros rather than college.

Manager in 2020 and 2021 but the team was unable to participate
in either season due to the COVID-19 Pandemic. He was the team’s
Pitching Coach in 2009 and was promoted to Manager in 2010
where he then led the Border Cats for two seasons.



Connor Narron follows Nestor Perez from the GCL Braves to the
GreenJackets. Narron comes from a baseball family as his father,
Jerry Narron, played in the big leagues for eight seasons (1979-
1987) and is currently a coach with the Chicago White Sox. Gonnor
was a player himself and was drafted by the Baltimore Orioles

in the fifth round of the 2010 Amateur Draft straight out of high
school. He would play Minor League Baseball with the Orioles and
Milwaukee Brewers from 2010-2014 before getting into coaching
where he’s been in the Braves organization since 2019.

Myles Schroder returns to the GreenJackets for his second year as a
coach. Schroder was drafted in the 27th round by the San Francisco
Giants in the 2007 Amateur Draft from Diablo Valley College. He
played in the Giants minor league system from 2007-2018, includ-
ing a season with the Augusta GreenJackets in 2012.
