Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils finish a three-game series out of the All-Star Break against the Portland Sea Dogs, Double-A affiliate of the Boston Red Sox. It is the last-of-17 
games between the teams this season and final-of-six at FirstEnergy Stadium. Portland swept the R-Phils in a three-game series to open the season in Reading 
from April 4-6. The Sea Dogs currently lead the season-series 11-5 over the Fightin Phils. 

Game 87 Recap
The Fightin Phils won their third-straight game and earned their third series victory of the season with a 3-0 win over Portland on Saturday night. It was also 
the third shutout win of the season for Reading, with the last coming on June 26 at Richmond. Koyo Aoyagi started for Reading and earned his first win in the 
Phillies organization. He allowed no runs and no hits over five innings, with four strikeouts. All of this came despite issueing a season-high five walks. Gunner 
Mayer followed Aoyagi with a scoreless sixth inning, then Wil Crowe kept the Portland bats quiet with no runs over the seventh and eighth innings. Andrew 
Bechtold struck out the side in a 1-2-3 ninth inning for his second save of the season. Offensively, Reading scored two runs in the first, thanks to an RBI double 
from Paul McIntosh and then Nick Dunn drove in McIntosh with a single. In the second inning, Cade Fergus launched his team-leading ninth home run of the 
season to make it 3-0, and that was all the offense Reading needed in the series-clinching victory. The Fightin Phils improved to 15-0 this season when leading 
after eight innings at home. 

Sweep?
With a win on Sunday, the Fightin Phils will earn their first sweep since Aug. 2-4, of the 2019 season, against the Altoona Curve at FirstEnergy Stadium. It was a 
three-game sweep over the Curve, as Reading has not yet swept a six-game series since the shift to the current scheduling format in 2021. With a win today, the 
Fightin Phils will also match their season-long winning streak of four, last done from May 11-16.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller has become a threat on the basepaths this season. Miler is alone in first place in the Eastern League and amongst all Phillies 
Minor Leaguers with 35 stolen bases. After his 35th stolen base on Saturday, Miller has stolen the most bases in a season by a R-Phil since Quintin Berry stole 48 
in 2009. The last Fightin Phil to steal 30+ in a season was Johan Rojas in 2023 and the last to swipe 31 or more in a year was Roman Quinn in 2016.

Back to .500
With their third-straight win on Saturday, the Fightin Phils are now 10-10 in the second half of the season. It is the latest in a half that the R-Phils have been 
.500 or better since Al Pedrique took over as manager in 2023. It is also the latest Reading has been .500 in a half since the two-half schedule began in 2021. The 
latest Reading was .500 or better in a season or half was the conclusion of the 2019 season. 

Mashing McIntosh
Paul McIntosh stayed red-hot at the plate with a RBI double on Saturday night. This came on the heels of a three-hit game for McIntosh on Friday. The three hits 
matched a season-high for McIntosh for the third time in 2025. The catcher is on a seven-game hitting streak dating back to July 3 and is slashing .458/.519/.583 
(1.102 OPS), with three doubles and four RBI over the streak. He’s also currently riding an 11-game on-base streak, dating back to June 21, and has a .524 on-
base percentage over that stretch.

He’s Fergalicious
Cade Fergus launched his ninth home run of the season on Saturday night, a mark that has him alone for the team lead. Between Reading and Lehigh Valley 
(AAA) this season, Fergus has 14 home runs, which ties him with Otto Kemp for most home runs amongst all Phillies minor leaguers this season. Fergus 
launched Reading’s second grand slam of the season in last Thursday night’s game two win over Chesapeake. His grand slam was the fourth of his pro career 
(dating back to 2022). Fergus also matched a career-high with four RBI in the game, a mark that tied a career-higfh for him.

This Day in Baseballtown History
July 20, 1974: At Reading, two days after being beaned in the head with a pitch, Fred Andrews returns to hit an inside-the-park homer to lead off the bottom of 
the 1st, then scores the game-winning run in the bottom of the 9th as the Phillies squeak by Quebec City, 3-2.  Andrews comes home from 2nd when an inside 
pitch to Bill Nahorodny caroms off the catcher’s shin guard and bounces all the way to the Phils’ dugout.

Playing the Dogs
Portland enters tonight with a 41-46 overall record and are 7-13 in the second half, which sits tied for fifth place in the Northeast Division. The Sea Dogs split 
last week’s series against Hartford, losing the first three and then winning the final three games of the week. After this weekend, Portland remains on the road 
and plays Richmond. Portland’s roster features 11 of the Red Sox top-30 prospects: Luis Perales (4), James Tibbs (5), David Sandlin (8), Connelly Early (9), 
Mikey Romero (11), Payton Tolle (14), Allan Castro (20), Yordanny Monegro (21), Blake Wehunt (24), Hayden Mullins (29) and Zach Ehrhard (30). 

Portland Pitcher
Lefty, and Red Sox No. 9 prospect, Connelly Early makes the start tonight for Portland. Over 14 appearances this season, Early is 7-2, with a 2.59 ERA (19 ER, 
66.0 IP). He has struck out 90 over 66 innings pitched (12.27 SO/9.0 IP). Early allowed one run on three hits over six innings in a win against Hartford on July 
12. He split 2024 between Greenville (A+) and Portland, going 3-9, with a 3.99 ERA over 23 starts. Early began his pro career with one start with Salem (A) in 
2023. The 23-year old was a fifth round pick by the Red Sox in 2023 out of Virginia.
