Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Erie SeaWolves 3-0 on 
Tuesday night in the series opener at Mirabito Stadium. Ponies starter Christian 
Scott twirled another gem allowing just two runs over seven innings with no walks 
and eight strikeouts. Erie's runs came courtesy of a pair of RBI doubles from Andrew 
Navigato and an RBI triple from Wenceel Pérez

Home Scott Home: Rumble Ponies RHP Christian Scott was again dominant at 
home on Tuesday night. The right-hander's seven innings tied a career-high and 
his eight strikeouts was one shy of tying his career-high. Over the first three starts 
at Mirabito Stadium in his Double-A Career Scott is carrying just a 1.35 ERA.  In his 
home starts he has a strikeout-to-walk ratio of 23-to-2 over 20 innings with hitters 
batting .147 against him. 

Baby Mets: Francisco Álvarez hit two homers in the Mets 11-10 win over the 
Chicago White Sox at Citi Field on Tuesday night. Álvarez and fellow Rumble Ponies 
alum Brett Baty hit back-to-back home runs as part of a five-run first inning. Álvarez 
now has 19 homers on the season. His 19 home runs are the second-most in a 
season for a catcher aged 21 or younger, only trailing Cincinatti Reds Hall of Fame 
catcher Johnny Bench who hit 26 in 1969.

Jordan's Brand: Rowdey Jordan stole his team-leading 19th stolen base Tuesday 
night, his fourth over his last four games. He also had a single in the sixth inning. 
Jordan reached base six times in the three-game series against Somerset this 
weekend.  Over his last ten games, Jordan is hitting .364 with a .979 OPS. During 
that stretch, the switch-hitter has two doubles, a homer, six walks, four runs batted 
in, seven runs scored, and eight stolen bases. 

SeaWolves Roster: The current Erie SeaWolves' roster features 10 of the Detroit 
Tigers' top 30 prospects, according to MLB Pipeline: No. 4 RHP Wilmer Flores, No. 
5 RHP Ty Madden, No. 8 INF Wenceel Pérez, No. 14 RHP Dylan Smith, No. 20 LHP 
Brant Hurter, No. 24 RHP Tyler Mattison, No. 25 RHP Austin Bergner, No. 27 INF Gage 
Workman, No. 28 INF Danny Serretti, and No. 29 RHP Keider Montero. Madden 
pitched four and two thirds scoreless frames in his start Tuesday night and Hurter is 
making the start this afternoon for Erie.

Reid Brignac -  Manager - 2nd season with Binghamton - 4th year in the Mets organization.
In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staff members selected to be a part of the 
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active 
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As 
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins. He was drafted by the Rays in the second round 
of the 2004 MLB Draft.
