The Lugnuts are 84-85 vs. the Captains all-time. 
The Nuts have gone 49-41 at home, 

compared to 35-44 in Eastlake.
In 2019, the Nuts won the series, 10-9.

Meet the Boss: Scott Steinmann is the 16th manager in Lugnuts team history. Born in Dayton, Steinmann joins the Lugnuts after three straight seasons as-
signed to manage Double-A Midland (though the 2020 season was canceled). Steinmann previously managed against the Lugnuts while with Wisconsin (2005), 
Clinton (2009, 2014-15) and Beloit (2017).

Familiar Settings: 13 of the 30 Lugnuts players came through the Midwest League in Beloit on their way up the Athletics’ ladder, and coaching staff members 
Scott Steinmann, Don Schulze and Anthony Phillips all have experience in the league.

A Pleasant Peninsula: The Nuts have three players with Michigan ties: Max Schuemann (Portage Northern H.S.) becomes the first Lugnut to come from Eastern 
Michigan University, plus Jeff Criswell (Portage Central H.S.) and Jack Weisenburger (Rockford H.S.), who become the fourth and fifth Michigan Wolverine to 
play in Lansing (following Troy Miller, Jake Fox and Rich Hill).

Finally: Pitchers Jeff Criswell, Stevie Emanuels and Shohei Tomioka, catchers Jared McDonald, Drew Millas and William Simoneit, first baseman Patrick 
McColl, and outfielders Michael Guldberg and Jake Suddleson are all making their pro debut this season.

Front Office Connections: Lugnuts pitching coach Don Schulze was drafted 11th overall by the Chicago Cubs in 1980, 12 picks before Oakland Executive 
Vice President of Baseball Operations Billy Beane was drafted by the New York Mets. Lugnuts first baseman Patrick McColl set a new Harvard baseball single 
season record with 70 hits in 2019, breaking the previous record held by Athletics General Manager David Forst.

Clubhouse of Higher Learning: The Ivy League is well represented on the Lansing roster. Outfielder Jake Suddleson and first baseman Patrick McColl played for 
Harvard, reliever Michael Danielak was drafted from Dartmouth and catcher William Simoneit spent four years at Cornell before grad-transferring to Wake Forest.

Power Five Baseball: The Lugnuts also represent the ACC (Michael Guldberg, Georgia Tech); Big 12 (Brady Basso, Oklahoma State); Big Ten (Jeff Criswell 
and Jack Weisenburger, Michigan; Dalton Sawyer, Minnesota); and the SEC (Cobie Vance, Alabama, and Ryan Gridley, Mississippi State); and the Pac-12 
(Stevie Emanuels, Washington).

International Appeal: In addition to the 15 different states represented by Lugnuts players and coaching staff, there are seven nations represented: USA, 
Colombia, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Japan, South Africa and Venezuela.

Teammates Then, Teammates Now: Several of the Nuts are quite familiar with one another. Jake Suddleson and Patrick McColl played together at Harvard, Reid 
Birlingmair and Charlie Cerny pitched together at the University of Illinois at Chicago, and Jeff Criswell and Jack Weisenburger pitched together in Ann Arbor. 
The Lugnuts also have a pair of Wake Forest Demon Deacons, but William Simoneit played only one year at Wake, 2020, thus missing Colin Peluse by a year.

Night Three: It’s the third game of the Lugnuts’ 25th season, as they battle the Lake County Captains for the third of a six-game series. Play ball, and Go Nuts!

What’s New: The Lugnuts’ stadium name changed from Cooley Law School Stadium to Jackson® Field™, the Nuts moved up to the High-A Central, and they accepted an invitation to affiliate 
with the Oakland Athletics. The A’s become the Lugnuts’ fourth MLB partner, following the Kansas City Royals (1996-98), Chicago Cubs (1999-2004) and Toronto Blue Jays (2005-2020).

Covid-19 Regulations: Capacity is limited to 20%, with a maximum attendance of 2200 allowed per game. Fans and media members must wear a mask at all times, unless actively 
eating or drinking at their seat. Beginning this season, Jackson® Field™ is now an entirely cashless facility. No one is permitted within 12 feet of the playing surface. In-game on-field 
promotions are currently prohibited. 

Last Night: The Lugnuts suffered their first loss of the 2021 season falling 3-1 to the Captains. Lansing couldn’t solve the pitching of Lake Country as they struck out 13 times and were 
held to just three hits. The lone offensive bright spot was Will Simoneit who was making his pro debut. In his Lugnuts debut, he had two of the three hits, including a towering home run 
to straight away center that cleared the 20-foot wall at Jackson Field. Ryan Gridley was the only other Lugnut to collect a hit against the Captains hurlers. On the defensive side, Lansing 
committed their first two errors of the season, one leading to a Captains run. Brady Basso, Rafael Kelly and Jack Weisenburger all made their Lugnuts debut on the mound. Kelly led 
the way with four strikeouts, Weisenburger struck out the side in his 9th inning appearance. None of the three pitchers gave up more than one earned run in the 3-1 defeat.

Today’s Starting Pitcher

2018: Guasch made his professional debut in DZL rookie league. He pitched in 7 games, starting 5 and had 
an ERA of 1.16 in 23.1 IP. In that time he struck out 27 and walked just 4 batters. 

2019: The right-hander got his first short and full season action with the Vermont Lake Monsters and the 
Beloit Snappers. He made just one start with the Lake Monsters, going four innings, allowing no runs, with 
five strikeouts and one walk. The rest of his 2019 season was spent in Beloit. Guasch pitched in 18 games, 
with 10 starts. He finished the year with a 4.53 ERA, 77 strikeouts, 37 walks, and one home run allowed. 

Santiago de Cuba: It’s the second largest city in Cuba and the Capital City of Santiago de Cuba Province.
