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Sept. 3: Rumble Ponies 9, RubberDucks 5: Wuilfredo Antunez
doubled twice and drove in a run, but the Rumble Ponies scored in
each of the last three innings to pull away and win.

Today'’s starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud makes his 18th start of the
season on Thursday and 10th start since coming off the IL. The right-
hander took a no-decision in Richmond last week allowing five runs
over 3.1 innings while striking out three. Maltrud’s 18th start ties him
with Rodney Boone for second most by an Akron starter this season
(Tommy Mace made 20 starts before his promotion to Columbus).
Maltrud has gone at least four innings in three of his last four starts.

Lane Train at Canal Park: Lane Thomas went 0-2 with a walk as the
RubberDucks CF on Wednesday as he rehabs at Canal Park this
week. The Guardians outfielder is appearing in his first rehab games
since being placed on the IL on July 5 with right plantar fasciitis.
Thomas is 0-5 with a walk in two games this week with Akron. He has
appeared in just 39 games this season for the Guardians batting .160
with two doubles, four home runs and 11 RBI. He was acquired by the
Guardians during the 2024 trade deadline from the Nationals for Jose
Tena, Rafael Ramirez Jr. and Alex Clemmy. Thomas hit two home
runs during the 2024 postseason including a go-ahead grand slam in
Game 5 of the ALDS off Tarik Skubal.

Antunez amps up: Wuilfredo Antunez has been red hot since
coming off the injured list. The outfielder is batting .345 with three
home runs, two triples, four doubles and 15 RBI in 14 games played
including recording a hit in eight of his last nine games. Since being
promoted to Akron on July 18, his four home runs are tied with Joe
Lampe for second most on the team. His 18 home runs on the
season between Akron and Lake County are fourth most in the
Guardians and are a career high for Antunez (previous high was 10
last season between Single-A and High-A).

New Heights: The RubberDucks outfield is taking their defense to
new heights this season. Akron is fourth in the Eastern League in
outfield assists with 25. Only Portland (36), Hartford (32) and
Binghamton (30) have more. The RubberDucks have two outfielders
ranked in the top six of outfield assists entering Thursday. Hartford’s
Cole Carrigg (17) leads the EL followed by Joe Lampe (11),
Portland’s Allan Castro (10), Binghamton’s D’Andre Smith (8), and
Guy Lipscomb and Harrisburg’s Philip Glasser (7). Outfielder Jake
Fox has a 75-game errorless streak, which is third longest in the EL.
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RubberDucks host Rumble Ponies: Akron and Binghamton will face
for the first and only meeting of the 2025 season. Binghamton won the
only meeting between the two clubs in 2024 going 4-2 against Akron
at Canal Park. Akron leads the all-time series between the two
franchises 219-182.

Getting comfortable in Akron: Ralphy Velazquez and Jacob
Cozart have not skipped a beat since being promoted to Double-A.
Velazquez is batting .357/.458/.671 in 18 games with Akron with 11
extra-base hits, 11 RBI and 17 runs scored. Cozart is batting
.304/.375/.411 in 14 games with the RubberDucks with four extra-
base hits, nine RBI and 10 runs scored. Cozart has reached base in
seven of his last eight games played and has picked up a hit each of
his last six games. Velazquez has a hit in 15 of the 18 games he has
played with Akron.

Power bats: Ralphy Velazquez has launched five home runs with
Akron. Those five Double-A homers give him 22 on the season, which
leads the Guardians organization. Alfonsin Rosario is second in the
organization with 20 homers between Akron and Lake County.
Wauilfredo Antunez’s 18 homers and Jorge Burgos’ 14 homers give
Akron four of the top five home run hitters in the Guardians
organization.
