ABOUT LAST NIGHT- Thanks to a Cristian Hernandez two-run double, the South Bend Cubs got as close to one run back of the
Peoria Chiefs last night, but the Chiefs insurance runs proved valuable for a third straight night, as Peoria defeated South Bend 5-2.
The Cubs have lost three straight games to open this series, and the Chiefs have scored in the bottom of the 15t inning in each
game played.

DIVISION RACE - For the first time in the last two weeks, the South Bend Cubs do not hold sole possession or a share of first place
in the West Division. Due to last night’s loss to Peoria, and a Beloit win over Cedar Rapids, South Bend is 1.0 game back in the
circuit, with Quad Cities remaining 1.5 games back due to their loss to Wisconsin. The Cubs will wrap up the regular season hosting
Wisconsin from 9/2-9/7.

YOU DON’T RUN ON ARI - Ariel Armas posted six caught-stealings on the last road trip at Beloit, seven in the last series against
Peoria, and now has four week against Peoria. Armas is up to 57 caught-stealings this year, the second most in all of baseball.
Washington Nationals catching prospect Kevin Bazzell has the most in baseball at 58. Cubs backup catcher Miguel Pabon has 17
caught stealings this year.

BEEP BEEP - Cristian Hernandez already possesses the South Bend Cubs single-season stolen base record (since 2015). He’s up
to 50 on the season. He broke Delvin Zinn's SB Cubs best 42 bases, which was set in 2021. Hernandez is eight stolen bases away
from matching the most steals by a Cubs prospect since John Andreoli with Daytona in 2012 (55). The most ever by a Cubs
prospect was Tony Campana in 2009 (66) split between Peoria and Daytona.

RISP - Through three games this series, the South Bend Cubs are a combined 1/12 with runners in scoring position (.083), and
have left a total of 18 men on base.

LEAGUE HONORS - With Ariel Armas being named MWL Player of the Week for the Fort Wayne series of August 5-10, he joined
2025 SB Cubs Cristian Hernandez, Andy Garriola, Jefferson Rojas, Ryan Gallagher, and Tyler Schlaffer as players to be awarded
Player or Pitcher of the Week recognition.
