GRAND HOLLIDAY: Ethan Holliday delivered the biggest swing of the night, unloading a
two-out grand slam in the second inning to give Fresno a 6-0 lead. Five has been a special
number for Holliday who finished with five RBI, pushing his season OPS to .814. Holliday also
extended his hitting streak to five games one night after drawing five walks.

THACH AND GO: Tanner Thach continues to be Fresno’s most consistent run producer, driv-
ing in two more runs Wednesday night. His eighth-inning RBI single broke an 8-8 tie and gave
him 30 RBI on the season. The California League leader in RBI also leads the league in hits,
doubles, extra-base hits and total bases. He ranks in the top ten, while leading the Grizzlies
qualifed players, in batting average, slugging, and on-base percentage as well as OPS.

CLAW-SEN THE DOOR: Seth Clausen slammed the door with two perfect innings, striking
out three to earn his second save. Clausen lowered his ERA to 1.54 and has continued to give
Fresno a reliable late-game option in dominant fashioin. Clausen’s 25 strikeouts are impres-
sively ranking him 4th in the California League. It’s even more impressive given that they have
come in just 11.2 innings, including the three he recorded Wednesday night.

GRAB AND GO: Fresno grabbed eight more walks Wednesday and turned traffic into pres-
sure throughout the night. The Grizzlies scored on three sacrifice flies, stole three bases, and
found a way to win despite going 2-for-9 with runners in scoring position. The Grizzlies 135
walks are the most in the California League and fourth in all of Single-A. Fresno’s 165 runs in
the third most in Single-A and second in the League next to San Jose.
