toe the rubber tonight for his seventh start (8th app.}, and third against Lehigh Valley this season
(4/7,4/12)...in his maost recent outing on 5/10 at SYR, the Colorado native picked up the win after al-
lowing two earned on four hits across 5.0 innings of wark, while striking out eight and walking none...
he is currently tied for the team-lead in wins (4) with RHP CHANDLER CHAMPLAIN, T-5th-most in
the International League...the Hawaii native also comes into Saturday night’s contest second in the
IL (min 25.0 IP) in K/9 (13.08)...he is also tied for the team lead in strikeouts (45) with southpaw
ANDREW ALVAREZ, which puts them both T-8th in the IL.
