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August 6: RubberDucks 3, Fightin Phils 2: Micael Ramirez hit a
two-run walk-off home run in the bottom of the ninth to give Akron the
3-2 win in the series opener. Parker Messick struck out nine.

Today’s starting pitcher: Austin Peterson makes his seventh start
for Akron. Since joining the RubberDucks on June 24, Peterson ranks
top 10 in the Eastern League in wins (second), innings pitched (sixth),
average against (first), WHIP (first) and winning percentage (fourth).
The right-hander leads MiLB in wins this season with 12 between
Akron and Lake County. Peterson is also one of 11 pitchers in MiLB
with 120+ strikeouts and the only one with fewer than 20 walks.

Player of the Month: Milan Tolentino was named Eastern League
Player of the Month for July. Tolentino hit .366/.402/.610 with five
home runs and 16 RBI in 21 games. He led the Eastern League in
average, slugging percentage, hits (30), total bases and OPS (1.012).
