July 4: SeaWolves 9, RubberDucks 7: Jaison Chourio and Maick
Collado each drove in three as Akron tried to rally back late, but Erie
was able to hold on for the win. The RubberDucks have lost a season-
long seven in a row.

Today’s starter: Rafe Schlesinger makes his fifth Double-A start this
year and his 16th appearance of the year. The left-hander is coming
off a loss on Tuesday after allowing four runs while striking out four
over 4.1 innings pitched. He has struck out 78 batters overall this
season between Akron and Lake County this season, which is tied for
second most in the Guardians organization. Schlesinger is also
seventh in the organization in innings pitched (62.0) and ninth in
batting average against (.291) and WHIP (1.65).

High scoring series: The Akron RubberDucks and Erie SeaWolves
have combined for 82 runs scored this week. Erie is outscoring Akron
51-31. Five Akron batters are hitting above .300 this week including
Alfonsin Rosario, who is batting .524 with six RBI and six extra-base
hits. In the post Covid six-game series era, only two other series have
resulted in high combined run total than this week: 103 runs in
Reading 8/12-17, 2025, 84 runs in Chesapeake June 2-7, 2026, 82
runs this week, 81 runs at Erie 6/28-7/3, 2022 and 68 runs at
Richmond 9/7-12, 2021.

New Ducks on the pond: Braylon Doughty and Bennett
Thompson both joined the Akron RubberDucks from High-A Lake
County on June 30. Doughty comes to Akron after going 3-3 with a
3.02 ERA in 14 starts with the Captains (74 strikeouts over 59.2
innings). Thompson comes to Akron after batting .310/.485/.526 in 53
games for Lake County. The catcher had 11 doubles, a triple and
eight homers while driving in 29. His .485 on base percentage at the
time of his promotion was the highest in all of MiLB. Thompson
walked 57 times while striking out just 38 times with the Captains.

Money Mitchell: Nick Mitchell has 11 hits in his last nine games.
The outfielder has driven in two and scored 10 times during that
stretch. On June 26 in Richmond, Mitchell swiped two bases giving
him 13 steals this season (he and Alex Mooney, 18 steals, are the
only Ducks with double digit steals in 2026).

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 365 walks rank
second in Eastern League and sixth in Double-A this season. Nine
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season. Nick
Mitchell leads the RubberDucks with 42 walks.

Summer of Fonsi: Alfonsin Rosario has been hitting his stride since
June 1. The RubberDucks outfielder is batting .355/.419/.748 with
nine doubles, three triples, nine homers and 33 RBI during the last
month plus. He has scored 24 runs in 27 games and raised his
season average from .210 to .281. Rosario leads the Eastern League
in RBI, slugging percentage, OPS (1.167), hits (38), extra-base hits
(21) and total bases (80) since June 1. His nine home runs increased
his team lead to 15 on the season, which is tied second most in the
Guardians organization.

Dependable Devers: Jose Devers has been one of Akron’s best
hitters over the last two months. After batting .183 in April, the
RubberDucks infielder is batting .318 with six doubles, two triples, two
home runs and 21 RBI since May 1. He’s scored 33 runs in 51 games
over the last three months and raised his season average to .282.

More than a state: Alaska Abney has been big out of the
RubberDucks bullpen since coming off the IL on May 31. In 10
appearances, Abney is 1-0 with a 2.63 ERA and 10 strikeouts over
13.2 Innings pitched. He’s worked multiple innings in each of last four
outings including tossing 2.1 perfect innings with two strikeouts on
July 4. The right-hander has allowed just one unearned run over his
last four appearances spanning 7.2 innings pitched.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .300/.404/.493 with 31
runs scored, 42 hits, five home runs and 21 RBI in his last 37 games.
Chourio hit his first professional multi-home run and career-high five
RBI game on June 2 and hit a game tying solo home run in the ninth
inning on June 11. He hit four homers in June, which was one away
from setting a new career-high for most homers in a month. Since
being promoted to Akron, he ranks seventh in the Eastern League in
OBP (.393). Chourio has been a thorn in the SeaWolves side this
season batting .324/.409/.703 with three doubles, a triple and three
home runs in 10 games against Erie.
