Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies slugged four homers to blast past the Hartford Yard Goats, 9-2, 
on Wednesday night at Dunkin' Park. Luisangel Acuña hit two homers, Kevin Parada hit a three-run shot, and 
Jeremiah Jackson hit his 21st overall homer this year. Christian Scott tossed two scoreless frames in his return to 
the mound, Luis Moreno tossed six innings in relief, and Paul Gervase closed the game out on four pitches.

September Baseball: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies have built a six-game lead on Portland and Reading for 
the second playoff spot in the Northeast Division behind Somerset. Binghamton is 1.0 game back of Somerset 
for first place in the second half in the Northeast Division. Binghamton has won 14 of its last 17 games.

Lightning Acuña: Shortstop Luisangel Acuña slugged two solo homers (to lead off the first and fourth innings) 
on Wednesday night, recording the first multi-homer game of his Minor League career and his first two homers 
in the Mets' organization. He recorded his third three-hit game and second multi-RBI game with Binghamton. It 
marked his 12th game of the season with at least three hits. The 21-year-old also recorded his 55th stolen base 
of the season.

KP 3: Catcher Kevin Parada smashed a three-run homer, as part of Binghamton's six-run third inning on 
Wednesday night. It marked Parada's second three-run blast in his last four games, his second Double-A homer, 
and his 13th overall long ball this season. Parada now has two games with three runs batted in over his first 
eight Double-A games.

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson hit a solo homer, singled, and walked, as he extended his on-base 
streak to 19 games. Jackson has reached base safely in 28 of his first 29 games with the Rumble Ponies and he's 
recorded a hit in 17 of his last 19 games and in 21 of his last 25 games. He recorded his first three-hit game as 
a member of the Mets' organization on Tuesday in the series opener at Hartford, and has five total hits (5-for-7) 
over the first two games in this series.

Joander Suarez Named EL Pitcher of the Week: Right-hander Joander Suarez was named Eastern League 
Pitcher of the Week last week for his performance against Harrisburg in his Double-A debut. On Thursday night 
at Mirabito Stadium, Suarez threw six no-hit innings with six strikeouts and just one walk and he earned his first 
Double-A win. Suarez will start the first game of tonight's doubleheader. Over his last two starts, Suarez has 
thrown 12.1 scoreless innings with 12 strikeouts, and one hit and three walks allowed.

On Tap: The second game of tonight's doubleheader is the make up game of July 3rd's postponement at 
Mirabito Stadium, so Binghamton will play as the home team at Dunkin' Park.

Last Start: Suarez tossed six no-hit innings 
in his Double-A debut last Thursday against 
Harrisburg. He issued just one walk and struck 
out six batters, en route to his first win at the 
Double-A level. He started what ended up 
being a 1-0 shutout win for the Ponies. Suarez 
was named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week 
for his stellar performance against the Senators. 

2022: Placed on Single-A St. Lucie’s 60-day 
injured list to start the season, recovering from 
Tommy John surgery. Sent on a rehab assign-
ment with the Florida Complex League Mets 
on August 12, where he tallied a 1-1 record 
with a 3.97 ERA (5 ER in 11.1 IP) and 12 
strikeouts in 6 games (3 starts). Returned to St. 
Lucie on August 23 and registered an 0-2 mark 
with a 7.20 ERA (8 ER in 10.0 IP) and 13 K’s in 
4 appearances (2 starts).

BACKGROUND: Underwent Tommy John 
surgery in June of 2021, after making six starts 
for Class-A St. Lucie. Suarez is in the midst of 
his first full season since 2019, due to miss-
ing parts of 2021 and 2022 with Tommy John 
surgery. Was originally signed by the Mets as 
an international free agent on May 14, 2018 at 
the age of 18.

Last Start: Juarez threw three no-hit innings 
on August 18, the Friday night game against 
Portland at Mirabito Stadium. He allowed no 
runs and no hits, while allowing two walks 
with three strikeouts. He left the game with the 
Ponies leading 5-0

2022: Juarez made 26 appearances for Class-A 
St. Lucie and five for High-A Brooklyn. He did 
not allow a run over his five appearances with 
the Cyclones last season, and that carried into 
this year. Juarez did not allow an earned run 
in 12 appearances with Brooklyn this season, 
meaning he did not allow an earned run over 
15 appearances in High-A since last season.

BACKGROUND: He signed with the Mets as 
an international free agent on January 30, 2019, 
out of Venezuela. He played for the DSL Mets 
in 2019, both rookie ball and St. Lucie in 2021, 
and St. Lucie and Brooklyn in 2022 and Brook-
lyn and Binghamton in 2023. He has made 
84 career appearances and two starts in the 
minors. He is 9-5 with a 2.27 ERA in his career 
with seven saves, 200 career strikeouts in 143.0 
innings, and a 1.07 WHIP.
