TODAY’S GAME: Welcome to LoanMart Field, as your first-place Quakes continue a 12-game home stand, with 
game one of a six-game set against the Modesto Nuts (SEA).  Tonight is Healthy RC Recycle Tuesday, as fans can visit 
our website to find out how to score a FREE Club Seat Ticket to the game.  Tickets are available at rcquakes.com.
VS THE NUTS:  This is the seventh of 12 meetings between the two clubs this year and the first of six at LoanMart 
Field.  The Quakes went just 1-5 at John Thurman Field earlier in the month.  Last season, these two clubs met in the 
Cal League Championship Series, with Modesto sweeping the Quakes to earn their tenth title in franchise history.  In 
the 2023 regular season, Rancho went 2-1 at LoanMart Field, 3-6 overall against the Nuts.
LAST GAME:  Inland Empire took their second straight win over the Quakes on Sunday afternoon, overwhelming 
the Rancho pitching staff for an 18-8 win at LoanMart Field.  66ers Imanol Vargas and Anthony Scull had three hits 
each for a second straight day, as Inland Empire set a new season-high with 18 runs and tallied a total of 42 runs over 
the last three days in the series.  Quakes’ reliever Christian Ruebeck (1-1) couldn’t hold a 5-3 lead in the fifth, as Inland 
Empire scored six times to take the lead for good.  66ers’ reliever Christian Young (2-2) earned the win, giving Inland 
Empire a split of the six-game series.   
DE PAULA, DA BOMB: The Quakes got great production from Josue De Paula this past series, as he homered 
in three straight games, including a two-homer game Friday night, the first of his career.  That streak unfortunately 
came to an end on Saturday, as he was slowed, going 0-for-3 with a walk.  De Paula had not hit a single home run in 
24 games prior to this current streak, but now has four on the year.  De Paula is the highest ranking Dodgers’ prospect 
on the Rancho roster, with MLB Pipeline naming him number three, behind only outfielder Andy Pages and catcher 
Dalton Rushing.  
1 VS 2, BUT WITH FLAWS: While they enter this series as the league’s two best teams, both division-leaders are 
struggling coming into this head-to-head series.  Modesto has lost a stunning five straight, after winning 25 of their 
first 33 games this year.  The Quakes have dropped three of their last four games and have allowed 42 runs over their 
last three games.  Modesto’s offense is tops in the league with a .271 average and a league-high 29 homers, one more 
than Rancho’s 28.  Rancho is also second in the league with a .259 batting average.
ROSTER MOVES: The Quakes made a pair of moves today, as RHP Carson Hobbs was added to the club, joining 
the team from the Arizona Complex League.  Hobbs, an 11th-round pick in the 2023 draft out of Samford, was 1-0 
with a 0.00 ERA over six scoreless innings.  Hobbs takes the spot of Jefferson Valladares, who heads back to the ACL.
JOSE RODRIGUEZ: Right-hander Jose Rodriguez makes his third start and his eighth overall appearance, his sec-
ond appearance and first start against Modesto.  In his only outing against Modesto, he allowed three runs on four hits 
over four relief innings in a no-decision on May 3.  In his last start overall, he allowed two runs (one earned) on five 
hits over five innings in a win on May 15.  Rodriguez signed with the Dodgers in 2019 out of Oaxaca, Mexico.  
ELIJAH DALE: Righty Elijah Dale makes his eighth start of the year and second against the Quakes.  In his only 
game against the Quakes, Dale allowed four runs on five hits over four innings in a no-decision on May 3. Dale was 
named Cal League Pitcher of the Month for April, going 1-0 with a 1.50 ERA over four starts.  In his last start, he 
allowed six runs on six hits over three innings in a loss against San Jose on May 15.  Dale was drafted in the 13th round 
of the 2023 draft out of Illinois State.
