ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

End of the Homestand
The Fightin Phils remain home for the final week of the season’s first half against the Hartford Yard Goats, Double-A affiliate of the Colorado Rockies. It is the 
18th-of-24 matchups between the teams this season and last-of-12 games at FirstEnergy Stadium. Reading took the first series four to two from Apr. 7-12, then 
the teams split a series at Dunkin’ Park from Apr. 28-May 3. Entering play today, Reading leads the season series 9-8.

Two Wins in a Row
The Reading Fightin Phils won their second straight game, defeating the Hartford Yard Goats 3-1 at FirstEnergy Stadium behind another dominant pitching 
performance from Adam Seminaris. Reading struck first in the third inning when Bryan Rincon drove home Riley Tirotta with an RBI groundout, then 
regained the lead in the fifth after Hartford tied the game on Benny Montgomery’s RBI single. Rincon delivered again with an RBI double to score Tirotta, and 
Alex Binelas added valuable insurance in the sixth with his 15th home run of the season. Seminaris continued his outstanding stretch, allowing just one run on 
three hits over seven innings while striking out seven, giving him an Eastern League-leading 83 strikeouts on the season. Hartford threatened in the ninth by 
loading the bases with one out, but Christian McGowan escaped the jam by retiring Bryant Betancourt and striking out Eastern League hits leader Andy Perez 
to earn his first save. Tirotta scored twice in the win, while Rincon drove in two runs as the Fightins improved to 30-38 and positioned themselves for a series 
split in Sunday’s finale.

Binelas Bombs Away
Alex Binelas clubbed his team-leading 15th home run of the season on Saturday night, a mark that is tied for third most in the Eastern League entering play on 
Sunday. Binelas also ranks second amongst Phillies Minor Leaguers in home runs, trailing Lehigh Valley’s Felix Reyes, who has 17. After hitting nine home runs 
in April, Binelas was held to just one one run in May. But, since the calendar has turned to June, Binelas has lifted five home runs, all coming over the last 11 
games he’s played in. Binelas’ single-season career-high in home runs was 25 back in 2022. He hit eight homers over 68 games with Reading in 2025.

Raking Raylin
Raylin Heredia continued his excellent homestand with two more home runs on Thursday night, along with a hit and RBI on Friday. It marked the second two 
home run game for him this season, and of his career, with the other coming on May 3 at Hartford. The 22-year old has already hit 12 home runs this season, 
which is a single-season career-high, surpassing his previous best of eight. Over his last 11 games, Heredia is slashing .341/.383/.727 (1.110 OPS), along with six 
runs, two doubles, five home runs and nine RBI. Entering play on Sunday, Heredia leads the Eastern League with 21 doubles, while also ranking third with 73 
hits, tied for second with 34 extra-base hits, tied for 10th with 41 runs and third with 132 total bases.

Going, Going, Gone
The Fightin Phils are back to hitting home runs at a torried pace over the homestand, as they lifted an Eastern League-best 19 long balls over their last 11 
games. Through 68 games, Reading has hit 84 home runs, which ranks as second most in the Eastern League and they are on pace for 170 this season, which 
comes after Reading hit 118 in 2025. 

A Clean Slate
Following Sunday’s game, the season’s first half will come to an end and Reading’s record will reset to 0-0. The Fightin Phils sit at 30 wins and will have at least a 
five-win improvement from 2025 to 2026 in terms of wins in the first half. They will look to match their 2024 first half win total of 31 with a win on Sunday.

Stealing Bags and Limiting Them
Since the start of June, the Fightin Phils are second in the Eastern League with 28 stolen bases, trailing second-place Erie by three stolen bags. Entering play on 
Suday, Reading is third in the league with 108 stolen bases and is on pace for 219 this season. This came after the Fightin Phils swiped 173 bags in 2025. The last 
time Reading stole over 200 bags in a season was 1983, when they stole a franchise record 272 that season. On the other side of the ball, the Fightin Phils have 
allowed the fewest stolen bases in the Eastern League at 58 and third in runners caught stealing with 27.

This Day in Baseballtown History
June 21, 2025: At Reading, the Fightin Phils roll Hartford 12-2. Reading sets season highs in hits (17), doubles (8) and extra-base hits (10), while tying sea-
son-bests in runs (12), hits in an inning (5) and margin of victory (10). Reading’s 17 hits were its most in a game since having 17 base knocks in back-to-back 
games on May 5-6, 2023, at Hartford. All nine member of the starting lineup had a hit on Saturday, which was the first time that’s happened since July 24, 2024, 
at New Hampshire. The last time the R-Phils had eight doubles in a game was June 29, 2018, and it was just the fourth time they’ve have eight-plus doubles in a 
game since 2005. Additionally, Reading’s last time with 10-plus extra-base hits in a game was July 8, 2016.

Hey Hartford
The Yard Goats enter play tonight with a 38-29 record and clinched the Eastern League Northeast Division Crown on Friday night, thanks to Somerset’s loss 
at Portland. It is the second playoff appearance in Yard Goat franchise history, with the other coming also thanks to a first half title during the 2024 season. 
Hartford had a good week against New Hampshire last week, taking five-of-seven games. Following this week, Hartford starts the second half at home against 
Portland. Hartford’s roster features six of the Colorado Rockies Top-30 prospects: Jared Thomas (4), Griffin Herring (9), Roc Riggio (10), Jackson Cox (19), 
Cole Messina (21) and Konner Eaton (25). 

Goats Pitcher
Sunday will be a bullpen game for Hartford and lefty Michael Prosecky will open for the Yard Goats. Prosecky has made three appearances for Hartford and 
has allowed one run over four innings (2.25 ERA), aloing with zero strikeouts. Prosecky also made two appearances with the ACL-Rockies (ROK) this year. 
Prosecky split 2025 between Spokane (A+) and Hartford, combining to go 11-7, with a 4.19 ERA pver 27 starts. The 25-year old was drafted by the Colorado 
Rockies in the sixth round of the 2022 draft out of Louisville.
