Kevin Parada Promoted to Double-A Binghamton: The New York Mets have promoted
catcher Kevin Parada to Double-A Binghamton. Parada is currently ranked as the Mets' No.
5 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 94 prospect. The 22-year-old, in the midst of his first full
professional season, hit.265 with 11 home runs, 42 RBIs, and a .768 OPS in 87 games with
High-A Brooklyn before his promotion. He was drafted by the Mets with the 11th overall
pick in 2022 out of Georgia Tech, where he was the 2022 Buster Posey Award winner and a
Golden Spikes Award finalist.

Tyler Stuart Named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week: Right-hander Tyler Stuart
was named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week for August 21-27. On Wednesday night at
New Hampshire, Stuart three six scoreless innings with six strikeouts, while allowing just
two hits and no walks. He retired the final 12 batters that he faced and only allowed two
baserunners throughout the whole start. In two starts against New Hampshire this year,
Stuart was 2-0 with a 0.00 ERA. He twirled 13 scoreless frames with 11 strikeouts, while
allowing five hits and two walks against the Fisher Cats. The 23-year-old leads all qualified
starting pitchers in Minor League Baseball with a 2.20 ERA.

Agustin Ruiz Named Eastern League Player of the Week: Outfielder Agustin Ruiz was
named Eastern League Player of the Week for August 21-27. In the five-game series at New
Hampshire, Ruiz had a slash line of .500/.636/1.125 with an OPS of 1.761. He finished the
series with three home runs, eight RBIs, seven runs scored, and three straight multi-hit
games. In Thursday’s come-from-behind win, Ruiz hit an RBI double in the seventh inning
and a solo home run in the ninth that fueled the Ponies’ 7-6 comeback victory. On Friday,
Ruiz recorded his third three-hit game of the season. He has 11 RBIs and four homers, while
batting .423 over his last eight games. Ruiz and Stuart became the fifth and sixth Rumble
Ponies players to earn Eastern League recognition this season.

On a Streak: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies are clicking offensively and three different
players are currently riding at least a 10-game on-base streak: Drew Gilbert (13 games),

JT Schwartz (12 games), and Jeremiah Jackson (11 games). Jackson is also riding an 11-
game hitting streak, which is the longest current streak for a Rumble Ponies hitter. Jackson's
11-game hitting streak is the fourth hitting streak of at least 10 games from a Rumble
Ponies hitter this season. Agustin Ruiz is currently on an eight-game on-base streak and
Luisangel Acuia is on a six-game on-base streak. The Ponies have won 7 of their last 9.

In his 17 starts with High-A
Brooklyn in 2023, Tidwell held hitters to the low-
est opponent batting average in the South Atlantic
League (.190), earned the second most wins (8),
and carried the third lowest ERA (3.09).The sec-
ond-round pick out of Tennessee had a decorated
collegiate career. As a freshman in 2021, he posted
a 3.74 ERA with 90 strikeouts in 98.2 innings.
During his final year with the Volunteers in 2022,
Tidwell was named to the NCAA Knoxville Re-
gional All-Tournament Team. He was also named
to the 2021 SEC All-Freshman Team and earned
Freshman All-American Honors from Perfect
Game and D1Baseball. Helped lead Loretto High
School to 2017 Class A State Title. He hit .557 with
30 XBHs and 6 HR while posting an 8-0 record
with 107 Ks in 53 innings as a junior in 2019.
