SKYLAR SOARING: Since May 12, outfielder Skylar King has been swinging a hot bat. Over his last
19 games, King is hitting .254 (17-for-67) with an .754 OPS. He has recorded a hit in 17 of his last 25
games and has reached base safely in 20 of his last 26 contests dating back to May 3

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
