ROAD BACK TO THE SHOW: Sanchez last appeared in the Major Leagues 1,271 days ago on October
4,2022 with the Minnesota Twins, as he worked 1.2 innings of relief ... he has since pitched 36 games
(34 starts) in the Minor Leagues, but has not pitched in the Majors the last 3 years.
