ABOUT LAST GAME– The South Bend Cubs took home their third straight win by topping the Timber Rattlers in 
Wednesday’s matinee by a final of 3-1. Evan Aschenbeck tossed seven innings in a start for the third time this season, 
earning his third win. Edgar Alvarez came up with the game winning hit with an RBI-single in the top of the 4th, and Jackson 
Kirkpatrick picked up his first High-A save with the final three outs. Kirkpatrick saved seven games with Low-A Myrtle Beach.  
 
TIME TO START ANOTHER STREAK – The 19-game on-base streak, and seven-game hit streak came to an end yesterday 
for Jefferson Rojas. On the season, he has had on-base streaks at 22 and 19 straight games, respectively for the Chicago 
Cubs number-three prospect. 
 
KALMER FINDING IT – It took until June 24 for Brian Kalmer to hit his first home run this season, but after the long wait, 
Kalmer had his first two of the year in a matter of three games. Now, after a four RBI performance on Tuesday, he’s up to 
three. Kalmer hit 11 home runs for South Bend last season, and it took until May 31 for his first bomb last year. Kalmer is 
batting .333 in July with an .979 OPS. 
 
HEY NESTOR – Tonight will be the first time the South Bend Cubs have faced an MLB-rehab on the mound for the 
opposition since June 12, 2018 in West Michigan, when Tigers right-hander Jordan Zimmermann threw a rehab start for the 
Whitecaps. The Cubs won that game 6-3. LHP Nestor Cortes gets the ball for Wisconsin in Game 3 of this series. 
 
PETE CROW-ALLSTAR – 2022 South Bend Cubs center fielder Pete Crow-Armstrong will become the first former South 
Bend Cub to start an All-Star Game when he takes the field in Atlanta next week. 
 
COACHING STAFF – The 2025 coaching staff is once again led by manager Nick Lovullo, in his second season. The former 
Boston Red Sox farmhand is the son of Arizona Diamondbacks manager Torey Lovullo. Returning hitting coach Nate Spears 
played parts of two seasons with the Red Sox. New pitching coach George Thanopoulos pitched two seasons in the 
Colorado Rockies system at short-season Boise, and bench coach Daniel Wasinger wrapped up his playing career in the 
minors with the Diamondbacks and joins South Bend after serving as Low-A Myrtle Beach’s first-base coach last season.

BIRDIE’S BACK: After spending the first two months of this season on the 60-day IL (shoulder), 
Birdsell made his return to the South Bend Cubs on July 3 pitching in Peoria. Birdsell’s final South 
Bend Cubs start in 2023 came on August 3, 2023, against Wisconsin. To prepare, he made two 
rehab starts in Arizona, throwing four innings of one-run baseball with two strikeouts last Thursday 
against the ACL Rockies. 
 
TOP PITCHING PROSPECT: The No. 6 Cubs prospect, Birdsell is the highest-ranked pitching 
prospect in the Chicago Cubs’ system. He’s made a massive jump from No. 27 in last year’s Cubs 
MLB.com Top 30 to No. 6 in the current rankings. 
 
2023 IN SOUTH BEND: Birdsell made 18 starts to begin the 2023 season and his professional 
career with South Bend. He pitched to a 2.36 ERA with a 3-5 record and 27 BB/70 K in 80 innings, 
allowing only one earned run across his first five starts. Made pro debut on Easter Sunday 2023, 
working three shutout innings at Quad Cities.

*May 6, 2019: South Bend defeated Cedar Rapids 2-0 as Derek Casey and Peyton Remy combined for their no-hitter. 
Former Cubs catcher Victor Caratini caught half the game while on a rehab assignment.  
 
*August 12, 2021: At Fort Wayne, Alexander Vizcaino, Joe Nahas, and Burl Carraway combined to no-hit the TinCaps 
in a 3-0 shutout. 
 
*July 6, 2023: The most recent South Bend no-no, against the Peoria Chiefs, a 4-0 final, Michael Arias, Jarod Wright, 
Eduarniel Nunez, and Frankie Scalzo Jr. combined for the gem. 
 
*Last South Bend Silver Hawks no-hitter: July 10, 2014 Blayne Weller (9 inning solo no-hitter) at Dayton, 12 strikeouts.
