VIRGINIA IS FOR LOVERS: The FredNats took a while to make their first out of state trip, with game 40 of the season their first played
outside of Virginia. After already playing two road series at Hill City and another at Salem, the FredNats will play each of their final 48 road
games outside the state of Virginia in the regular season.

FIRST HALF STANDINGS WATCH: In recent memory, the FredNats have been stronger in the second half than the first (including a second
half title clinched on a walk-off grand slam late last season), but currently pace not only the North Division, but the entire Carolina League
at29-12 overall. The FredNats currently lead the North Division by eight games over Hill City, with the season series with the Howlers even
6-6. The FredNats will see Hill City for one more series in the first half, their next series at home June 2-7 at Virginia Credit Union Stadium.

THE STREAKY NATS: Currently riding the longest active win streak in the Carolina League at five games, the FredNats have continued on a
streaky (mostly winning) start to the season. Just 41 games into the year, the FredNats are already on their third five game or longer win
streak of the season, with five winning streaks of four games or longer this year.

A FAMILIAR NAME: On May 21, the FredNats called up Elian Soto from the FCL. Soto joins the Nats after signing with Washington in 2023,
spending parts of the last four seasons in the complexes. Soto is a familiar name for Nats fans, as the younger brother of 2019 Nationals
World Series champion and 2020 batting champion Juan Soto.

THE FRIENDLY CONFINES: The FredNats have been the best team at home in the Carolina League this season, holding a 17-4 record at
home. Last series, however, was the bumpiest at Virginia Credit Union Stadium yet, as the FredNats dropped back to back home games for
the first time this season on Wednesday and Thursday.

WEEKEND WARRIORS: The FredNats are 18-3 on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays this season. All three losses came together as the only
three game losing streak of the season for Frederickshurg, dropping the final three games of the first series in Hill City, their only series
loss of the season to date.

ABOUT LAST YEAR: The FredNats finished last season at 65-64 overall under Manager Billy McMillon, following the championship in 2024
by winning the North division’s second half title to advance to the playoffs for the second straight year. The FredNats’ season concluded
with a two games to none loss to eventual Carolina League Champion Lynchburg in the Division Series.

UP TO OUR ARMPITS IN PROSPECTS: The Fredericksburg roster is loaded with some of the top talent in the revamped Nationals
organization, headlined by Washington’s top prospect Eli Willits, the No. T overall pick in the 2025 MLB Draft. Willits is ranked as baseball’s
9th-best prospect overall by MLB Pipeline. Overall, the FredNats opened the season with seven prospects ranked in MLB Pipeline’s top 20
Nationals prospects.

THE STAFF: Manager Chris 0'Neill leads a coaching staff of seven newcomers to the Washington organization, and the average age of the
coaching staff s 28.

WE ARE GETTING YOUNGER: The new staffin Fredericksburg follows a trend of young brainchildren charged with working in the Nationals
organization this year, with other notable hires within the organization including President of Baseball Operations Paul Toboni (currently
the youngest lead executive in MLB), General Manager Anirudh “Ani” Kilambi (aged 31), and Major League Manager Blake Butera (the
youngest manager in MLB since 1972 at 33 years old).

FREDNATS BASEBALL NETWORK IS BACK: Once again, all 132 FredNat games this season will be broadcast live on the FredNats Baseball
Network, with Luke West Poley and Adam Gotkin beginning their first seasons calling the action in Fredericksburg. Home games are
broadcast on MiLB.tv and the Bally Sports Live App to go along with the audio-only stream at frednats.com/broadcast or the MiLB App.
For road games, the radio broadcast is available at the same link. In addition, all FredNats games preceeded by a 20 minute pregame show
and postgame coverage following each night of action.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back
to 1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...
the Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons
(1999-2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won
six Carolina League championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Potomac Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014.
The franchise won its first league title as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024, defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers and winning the
title at Virginia Credit Union Stadium. The franchise has appeared in the Carolina League playoffs in three out of the last four seasons.
