
LAST time out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Portland Sea Dogs, 
6-4, in 11 innings on Wednesday night at Mirabito Stadium. Nolan McLean 
had his best Double-A start to date, as he allowed just two hits over 5.1 
scoreless games. Wyatt Young went 2-for-4 with three runs batted in, 
which tied his career high and set a season high in RBIs. Carlos Guzman did 
not allow a hit or a run over 2.2 innings in relief with four strikeouts. 

Go GEBER: Right-hander Jordan Geber is slated to make his third Double-A 
start of the season tonight. As a starter at the Double-A level, Geber has 
been dominant. In two starts for Binghamton this year, Geber is 2-0 and has 
not allowed a run over 10 innings with seven strikeouts. In three starts in his 
Double-A career, dating back to last season, Geber is 2-0 with 16 scoreless 
innings and 11 strikeouts to just three walks issued. The 25-year-old is mak-
ing the 16th Double-A appearance and fourth Double-A start of his career.

Forever Young: Infielder Wyatt Young went 2-for-4 with three runs batted in 
on Wednesday against Portland, tying his career high and setting a season 
high with the three RBIs. It also marked his 17th multi-hit game of the year. 
Young is now riding an 11-game on-base streak, hitting .379 (11-for-29) 
with a .914 OPS, one double, five runs batted in, and eight walks in that 
span. Young hit .429 (6-for-14) with three runs scored at in five games at 
Somerset last week. The 24-year-old currently ranks fifth in the Eastern 
League with a .377 on-base percentage.

Caught in the act: Mets No. 25 prospect Kevin Parada has improved in 
throwing out attempted base stealers. Parada has caught 22 runners trying 
to steal and holds a 24% (24-of-91) caught stealing percentage in 58 games 
behind the dish this season. In 72 games at catcher across three levels last 
season, Parada held an 18% CS%. The 23-year-old has been elite over his 
last four games at catcher, as he's thrown out 50% (4-of-8) of runners trying 
to steal, including each of the last three attempted base stealers.

Jordan's Brand: Infielder Rowdey Jordan walked twice and scored a run on 
Wednesday night against Portland. Jordan is riding a seven-game on-base 
streak, hitting .300 (6-for-20) with an .867 OPS, three doubles, and three 
runs batted in. Since beginning to bat only right-handed on July 23 at Rich-
mond, Jordan has 13 hits and seven extra base hits (six doubles and one 
home run) across 18 games.

Mateo Mash: Infielder Mateo Gil singled and scored in the first game of 
Tuesday's doubleheader. Gil is riding a five-game hit streak at the Double-A 
level, dating back to his first stint with the Rumble Ponies in May. Over his 
five-game hit streak, Gil is hitting .333 (6-for-18) with one home run, two 
runs batted in, and four runs scored. 

Stan the Man: Outfielder Stanley Consuegra is riding a three-game hit 
streak and five-game on-base streak. Over his five-game on-base streak, 
Consuegra is hitting .278 with five hits, one run batted in, and two runs 
scored. In three games in this series, Consuegra is 4-for-12 (.333 AVG) at the 
plate with a run batted in and run scored.
