Bulls Athletic Park tonight. Nashville looks to bounce back from last night's 7-2 loss. Right-hander Pedro

Fernandez gets the nod for the Sounds, while Calvin Faucher gets the ball first in a bullpen game for

Durham.

Pedro Fernandez: 28-year-old Pedro Fernandez makes his 10th appearance (fifth start) of 2023. The

Puerto Plata, Dominican Republic native last pitched on May 9, earning the win with 4.0 innings of relief
(2 ER) against Gwinnett. This is his first start since May 5 at St. Paul (ND, 2.0 IP, 2 ER). Fernandez went
8-4 with a 4.42 ERA in 17 starts for Quintana Roo of the Mexican League last season and was signed to a
minor league deal with Milwaukee on January 23, 2023. Prior to this season, the last time Fernandez was
in affiliated baseball was in 2018 with Double-A Northwest Arkansas and Triple-A Omaha in the Royals
organization. He was initially signed as an international free agent by Kansas City on September 2, 2011.

Calvin Faucher: 27-year-old Calvin Faucher makes his third appearance (first start) of the season for

Durham tonight. The right-hander started the 2023 campaign with Tampa Bay, posting a 0-1 record and

6.43 ERA (14.0 IP/10 ER) in eight April games (4 starts). Faucher last appeared on May 11 at Charlotte,

tossing 1.2 innings of scoreless ball. He split the 2022 season between Tampa Bay (22 games) and Durham

(34 games). The California native was acquired from Minnesota alongside DH Nelson Cruz in a trade

that sent RHPs Drew Strotman and Joe Ryan to the Twins in July 2021. Faucher was originally selected by

Minnesota in the 10th round of the 2017 First-Year Player Draft out of UC Irvine.

End of the Line for El Toro: Infielder Abraham Toro's on-base streak came to a close at 31 games after a
0-for-4 showing last night. The streak is the second-longest on-base streak in all of Minor League Baseball

this season, trailing only Salt Lake hitter Michael Stefanic's 35-game streak. It's also the fourth-longest

streak by a Sounds player since 2011. Toro batted .304 (35-for-116) with nine runs, 11 doubles, 15 RBI and
17 walks during the streak.

Turn Up The Sterio: Infielder Andruw Monasterio is riding a 19-game
on-base streak, the third-longest by a Sound this season behind Abraham
Toro (31) and Jon Singleton (27). Over the span, he is hitting .324 (22-for-

68) with 18 runs scored, a double, three homers, 14 RBI and more walks
(17) than strikeouts (16).

Blake's Bat is Hot: Outfielder Blake Perkins continues to hit the cover off
the ball, pushing his hitting streak to six games with two base knocks last
night. He's batting .429 (12-for-28) with five runs, five doubles, two triples,
three RBI and three stolen bases over the span. On Sunday, he became just
the second Sound to have four hits in a game this season (last was Eddy
Alvarez on April 19 at Jacksonville).
