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RIDERS OFFENSE STUNG IN 6-1 LOSS:

The Frisco RoughRiders notched just one hit in a 6-1 loss to the Tulsa Drillers on Thursday night at Riders Field. Frisco (8-10) fell
behind in the first inning to Tulsa (14-4) when starter Winston Santos (0-1) hit Elijah Hainline with the bases loaded to fall behind
1-0. Pitching with a lead, Drillers starter Patrick Copen (3-0) tied Double-A career highs with 6.1 innings pitched and nine strikeouts.
The righthander surrendered a single in the first inning, but that was Frisco’s only hit. Tulsa scored five runs in the sixth against Ben
Anderson - only one earned - to take a 6-0 lead before the Riders got their lone run on a sacrifice fly from Frainyer Chavez.

YELLOW CITY HANGOVER:

The RoughRiders showed out on offense in Amarillo last week, hitting .318/.410/.592/1.002 with 14 home runs and 54 runs scored
(9.0 runs per game) in six games. This week, it's been a different story against Tulsa. In the first three games in this series, the Riders
are hitting .156 (12-for-77)/.272/.299/.571 with 7 total runs.

LEE SANG IT AND BANG IT:

Marcus Lee Sang carried his dominance last week back home to Frisco. In his last 8 games, he has slashed .423 (11-for-
26)/.545/.885/1.430 with 3 doubles, 3 home runs and 7 RBIs. In a two-home run game last week, he hit a lazer that was 113 mph
off the bat and a moonshot over the batters’ eye, which went an estimated 466 feet. The former Phillies farmhand is now hitting
.304/.391/.518/.909 in 16 games to start the season.

ORLANDO, WHERE DREAMS COME TRUE:
Orlando Martinez continues to hit for the Riders. The leading qualified hitter on the Riders, batting .318, Martinez is en fuego in his
last 9 games, slashing .389 (14-for-36)/.450/.694/1.144 with 5 doubles, 2 home runs, 8 RBIs, 4 walks, 6 walks and 2 stolen bases.

CHAVEZ IN CHARGE:

RoughRiders infielder Frainyer Chavez has been on fire at the plate. In his 18 games, he has reached in 17, and is hitting .296 (21-
for-71)/.395/.549/.944 with 3 doubles, 5 home runs, 11 RBIs, 12 walks and just 15 strikeouts. He hit his second leadoff home run of
the season in game two of the doubleheader on Wednesday and his fifth home run of the year, tying his Double-A career high. In his
first four years in Double-A he had averaged a home run every 63 at-bats, while he has averaged a home run every 14 at-bats this
year. It took him 88 games to reach 5 Double-A home runs last year. His career high in home runs in a season is 8, which was last year,
including his time in Triple-A Round Rock. The five-year RoughRider is 9th in the league in T-2nd in runs (18), T-2nd in home runs (5),
and T-6th in total bases (39).

KEEP YOUR FRIENDS CLOSE AND YOUR ENEMIES CLOSER:

The RoughRiders have played plenty of close games to start the season. Though they are 8-10, they are 8-5 in 9-innings games and
0-4 in games that have gone to extra innings. Frisco is just 3-5 in one-run games this year and all three losses in Amarillo came by two
runs or fewer.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

Through 18 games the RoughRiders are 1st in Double-A with 171 hits. They are second in the Texas
League in batting average (.276) and 4th in runs (107, 5.9 runs per game). The RoughRiders have
not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. The Riders are 3rd in the Texas League in
homers (25) while they are 3rd in SLG (.455) and OPS (.813). For perspective, the Yankees led

MLB last year with a .787 team OPS.

QUITE THE DEBUT:

RoughRiders infielder Corey Joyce collected two hits, including a three-run home run, in his first Frisco start on Wednesday. After
being signed as a MiLB free agent on April 8th, he joined the Riders on April 14th. In six total games, he is hitting .476 (10-for-
21)/.522/.857/1.379 with 2 doubles, 2 home runs and 9 RBIs. With Double-A Knoxville in the Cubs organization last year, he hit just
two home runs in 92 games with a .272/.393/.347/.740 slashline.

VS.TULSA:

The Riders went just 2-4 against Tulsa in their only meeting last year and this series marks one of two times the Ranger and Dodger
affiliates will clash in 2026, including a three-game series out of the All-Star Break from July 17th-19th. In their 30 games head-to-
head in the last five seasons, Frisco is just 13-17 against Tulsa. The Drillers have hit 33 home runs in the 30 games and Frisco’s pitching
staff owns a 5.92 ERA. In those five seasons, Frainyer Chavez leads the RoughRiders in hits with 17 against Tulsa while slashing .309
(17-for-55)/.385/.345/.730 in 18 games. Blaine Crim clubbed a team-best 5 home runs and 17 RBIs in 11 games against Tulsa from
2021-22 while lan Moller paced the club with a .455 (5-for-11) average against the Dodger affiliate last year.

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart

spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff

with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona
" Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homersin 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference
All-Star in 1998.
