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July 2: RubberDucks 6, SeaWolves 5: Joe Lampe had three hits
including a home run and Kahlil Watson doubled home two while the
RubberDucks held on to an early lead despite a late SeaWolves rally
to win.

Today’s starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud makes his ninth start of the
season on Thursday. The right-hander returned from the injured list to
make his last start on Friday allowing a walk and striking out three
over a scoreless inning against Harrisburg. Maltrud pitched against
Erie earlier this season on April 19 allowing five runs over 4.2 innings
pitched. After the start against Ere, Maltrud allowed just one run over
his next four starts before being placed on the injured list.

Burgos’ big season: Jorge Burgos was named Eastern League
Player of the Week for Week 14. He picked up a hit in all six games
against the Senators at Canal Park going 12-24 with five runs scored,
nine RBI, four doubles, a triple and a home run. Overall this season,
his 57 RBI leads the Eastern League and the Guardians organization
while his 11 homers and 29 extra-base hits are both fifth in the EL.

The outfielder is batting .315.420/.534 with six
doubles, two triples, two homers and 34 RBI with runners in scoring
position. His .315 average is third best and 34 RBI are second most
with RISP on the active team. He drove in multiple RBI in three
straight games in Hartford (6/11-14) and drove in runs in back-to-back
games last week against Harrisburg (6/25-26).

Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 339 times this season,
which is most in the Eastern League and third most in Double-A.
Cooper Ingle (44) leads the RubberDucks and is third in the Eastern
League while Dayan Frias (43) is second on the RubberDucks and
fifth in the EL in free passes. The RubberDucks worked eight or more
walks in game nine times this year including 10 walks against the
Baysox on May 17. 13 Akron batters have worked double digit walks
so far this season, and seven (Frias, Ingle, Jorge Burgos, Kahlil
Watson, Jake Fox, Joe Lampe and Alex Mooney) have drawn 20+
walks.
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RubberDucks and SeaWolves: Akron and Erie will face off for the
second of three meetings between the two clubs with the home and
home series this week. The first three at UPMC Park will be the
second time the two clubs have met in Erie while the second three at
Canal Park will be the first meeting in Akron this year. Erie took the
first series between the two teams 4-2. Akron leads the all-time series
between the two franchises 269-266.

Miller time: Jake Miller has been excellent out of the RubberDucks
bullpen this season. The right-hander has appeared in 26 games
(third most in the Eastern League) and has pitched to a RubberDucks
leading (min. 10 appearances) 1.37 ERA. Miller has struck out 40
batters over 39.1 innings pitched this season. In the month of June,
Miller appeared in nine games for the Ducks (14 innings pitched)
allowing just two runs (one earned) while striking out 18.

Zach Jacobs and Davis Sharpe are tied for third on the
Ducks with four saves each. In total, nine RubberDucks pitchers have
recorded a save this season.

Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring
opponents 51-20 in the first inning and 88-49 over the first two innings
this season. Akron is 41-9 when scoring first (most wins in the Eastern
League when scoring first). The RubberDucks batters have 119 hits
the first time through the order this year, and Akron leadoff man
Cooper Ingle is batting .294 when leading off an inning this season.
