HOUSER ON THE HILL

The Round Rock Express and Tacoma Rainiers
(Seattle Mariners) will play game three of the series
on Sunday afternoon from Cheney Stadium.

GAME TWO LOSS

The Express struck first in the top of the third
inning. LF Kellen Strahm doubled in his first at-bat
of 2025 and advanced to third on an error from
LF Spencer Packard. Three pitches later, 3B Cody
Freeman sent Strahm home on a sacrifice fly to
center field, giving the Express a 1-0 lead. Tacoma
tied the game at one in the fifth. Packard made
up for his fielding error with an RBI single as he
sent a RHP David Buchanan changeup through the
middle of the infield scoring 3B Ben Williamson
from second base. Tacoma took the lead in the
bottom of the sixth, scoring two unearned runs
on three E-Train errors. SS Alan Trejo committed
a throwing error allowing Williamson to reach first.
1B Tyler Locklear then launched a fly ball that was
dropped by Strahm in left field allowing Williamson
to score. Another run scored after Trejo’s throw to
the plate was wide of his catcher and RF Dominic
Canzone scored on the third error of the frame.
Tacoma'’s bullpen has yet to concede a run in 2025
after the efforts of RHP Casey Legumina, RHP
Adonis Medina and RHP Cody Bolton on Saturday
night. The Express collected two base hits in the
final 3.2 innings of tonight’s loss.

Express RHP Adrian Houser is scheduled to take
the baseball. The righty is coming off a Spring
Training where he made six appearances with two
starts and posted a 3.77 ERA (6 ER/14.1 IP) as he
was in a battle for the final spot in the Rangers
starting rotation. He has appeared in 152 games
with 104 starts in the big leagues for the Milwaukee
(2015, 2018-2023) and the New York Mets (2024)
while owning a 4.21 ERA (285 ER/608.2 IP).

J.O TO THE SHOW

Round Rock SS Jonathan Ornelas was recalled to
Texas on Sunday morning. Ornelas returns to the
big leagues after appearing in the Opening Night
lineup for the Express and going 2-for-4 with an
RBI and a strikeout. He will take the place of INF
Josh Jung who went on the Injured List with neck
spasms. Ornelas has appeared in 26 games for
Texas over parts of the previous two seasons.

RED-HOT FOSS

1B Justin Foscue recorded tonight’s only multi-hit
game, going 3-4 with a double and two singles.
Foscue is now 4-for-7 with a double and walk. He
has yet to strikeout. Among players with at least
500 plate appearances for the Express, Foscue is
fifth in on-base percentage (.404). In his 172 games
with the Express he has more walks (125) than
strikeouts (107).

LOOKING FOR A BIG HIT

Round Rock went O-for-9 with runners in scoring
position last night and left nine men on base. They
are 2-for-17 and have left 18 men on base in the
first two games. They are also 4-for-32 (.125)
with runners on base. They are the lone PCL club
without a home run through the first two games.
The Rainiers have won the last four meetings with
the E-Train dating back to last year while limiting
Round Rock to six total runs over the four games.
