Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds suffered their fourth straight loss to the Fayetteville 
Woodpeckers on Friday, losing a shortened, five-innings game 2-1. The Woodpeckers struck 
first with a two-run homer by Arturo Flores. His second consecutive game with a first-
innings home run gave Fayetteville a 2-0 advantage. Miguel Rodriguez provided a long ball 
for the Shorebirds in the top of the second. His first home run of the season was a solo shot 
that pulled Delmarva within one at 2-1. It turned into a pitcher's duel after that between 
starters Andrew Herbert and Javier Perez for Fayetteville, as both pitchers threw five 
innings. However, at the end of the fifth inning, the game was delayed due to rain. As the 
game was set to resume, the playing surface was unplayable due to wet grounds, resulting in 
an early end to the game, with Fayetteville awarded a 2-1 win in five innings.

Sizzling Sanchez: After a tough start and an unlucky run of injuries, Jordan Sanchez has 
turned it on in a major way. Sanchez is currently batting .375 in June with four doubles, a 
home run, and nine RBIs, while striking out only seven times. During this run, the Orioles' 
No. 16 prospect has had four multi-hit games and has scored ten runs. He had a nine-game 
hitting streak and a ten-game on-base streak snapped earlier this week against Fayetteville.

Make Way for Lo Re: One of the Shorebirds' newest additions, Jaiden Lo Re, has quickly 
made an impact in the middle of Delmarva's order. In 18 games, Lo Re has 20 hits and is 
batting .328, with nine multi-hit games. He has driven in 11 runs and has been a regular on 
base, with 17 walks for an on-base percentage of .474, and has struck out only 8 times in his 
first 79 plate appearances.

Mighty Miggy: Miguel Rodriguez has been an RBI machine for Delmarva since returning 
from the injured list on May 26. In his first 19 games this season, Rodriguez has recorded a 
hit in 13 of them. He has 18 RBIs, including five multi-RBI games. He has reached base safely 
in 17 of 19 games and hit his first home run of the season on June 26 at Fayetteville.

Play the hits, DJ: DJ Layton has been the most consistent bat for the Shorebirds in what 
has been a breakout campaign 19-year-old. Layton is the team leader in several offensive 
categories, walks (48) runs (39), on-base percentage (.394), and OPS (.778). Layton saw his 
23-game on-base steak end on June 25, which was the longest run by a Shorebird since 
Mason Janvrin (36) and Darrell Hernaiz (27) in 2021.

Hot Rod: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as Delmarva's most 
dependable starting pitcher. C-Rod has recorded four of the five Delmarva quality starts this 
season and recently threw the longest outing of his career, going seven innings against the 
Fayetteville Woodpeckers on June 24. Rodriguez is fourth in the league in ERA (3.34) and first 
in innings pitched (70.0). His 76 strikeouts are the third-most in the Carolina League.

Two Out Hitting: The Shorebirds have the fifth-most hits (182) in the Carolina League with 
two outs. Additionally, with runners in scoring position and two outs, Delmarva has the most 
hits (93) and the highest batting average (.280).

About the Woodpeckers: The Shorebirds face the Fayetteville Woodpeckers for the second 
time this season and make their only trip to Segra Stadium this week. According to MLB.
com, Fayetteville's roster includes the two best prospects for the Houston Astros, Kevin 
Alvarez and Xavier Neyens, the Astros' first-round pick from last year's draft. Delmarva's 
offense hit well at Segra Stadium last season, launching 11 home runs in 12 games there in
