Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Reading Fightin Phils, 2-1, on Friday night at Mirabito
Stadium. Drew Gilbert hit an RBI triple with two outs in the fifth that scored Luis Guillorme. Dom Hamel shined,
punching out eight batters over five scoreless innings and only allowing two hits and two walks. Jett Williams
hit two singles and recorded his second multi-hit game at the Double-A level.

Jett Soars in AA: Shortstop Jett Williams has soared in his first four games at the Double-A level. He hit a single
that came off the bat at 106.2 mph and followed with another single on Friday night, en route to his second
multi-hit game over his first four games at Double-A. Williams has five hits, four runs, an RBI, and a walk over his
first four games. The Mets' No. 3 prospect scored the game-winning run on Thursday night. He went 2-for-4 with
three runs scored, reaching base on a double, single, and hit by pitch in his Double-A debut on Tuesday. The
19-year-old has drawn 103 walks this season, which is tied for the second-most in all of Minor League Baseball.

Just Drew It: Outfielder Drew Gilbert ripped an RBI triple with two outs in the fifth last night. Over the past two
games, Gilbert has three extra base hits (two doubles and a triple) against left-handed pitchers (Matt Osterberg
and David Parkinson). In 33 games with Binghamton, Gilbert is hitting .333 with a .426 on-base percentage

and 1.007 OPS. He has six homers, two triples, seven doubles, 21 runs batted in and 21 runs scored. Gilbert is
currently on a five-game hitting streak, hitting .529 (9-for-17) with a 1.777 OPS over that span. In his last five
games, the Mets' No. 2 prospect has two HR, three doubles, a triple, five RBIs, six runs, and three multi-hit games.

Ride with Rhylan: Outfielder Rhylan Thomas has gotten off to a strong start in Double-A, hitting .326 with a
.392 on-base percentage over his first 14 games. Thomas is currently riding an 10-game hitting streak, hitting
.314 with 11 hits over that span. Thomas has recorded at least one hit in 13 of his 14 games with Binghamton.

Hamel Keeps Fightin: Right-hander Dom Hamel has been electric in three starts against the Reading Fightin
Phils this season. He recorded 28 strikeouts over 18 innings across three starts against the Fightins, while
allowing just two runs. Hamel will finish the regular season with the second-most strikeouts (160) in the Eastern
League this season, behind Somerset's Richard Fitts (163) who struck out a career-high 11 batters on Friday.
Hamel is currently top 10 in the Eastern League in SO (2nd), BAA(4th), ERA (5th), IP (5th), GS (T5th), & WHIP (6th).

Jordan Steps Up: Right-hander Jordan Geber has been lights out in his first two Double-A appearances this
season. He has thrown back-to-back outings of six scoreless innings, both as a starter and reliever. In the first
start of his Double-A career against Harrisburg on September 2, Geber allowed three hits over six scoreless
innings with four strikeouts. On Sunday at Hartford, Geber started the continuation of the suspended game and
earned the win with six scoreless frames and three strikeouts in relief. He allowed just five hits and no walks.
