ALBUQUERQUE IN EXTRA FRAMES

The Isotopes earned their first win of the series
in extra innings on Friday. The Express got the
scoring started in the second thanks to DH Alan
Trejo's solo homer. Round Rock later scored a run
on a 1B Justin Foscue RBI single to make it 2-0 in
the third. In the home half, Albuquerque RF Zac
Veen scored from second base on a sacrifice fly.
The Isotopes took the lead in the seventh with a
two-RBI triple from CF Sam Hilliard. In the ninth,
after a leadoff triple for SS Richie Martin, LF Kellen
Strahm singled to tie the game. C Cooper Johnson
then delivered a two-run homer to give the Express
a 5-3 lead. In the bottom of the ninth, 3B Owen
Miller hit a two-run home run tying the game at
five. In the 10th, the Express scored a run on a Trejo
single and a fielder’s choice for Martin. With the
Isotopes down two, 2B Nolan Clifford tied it up on
a two-RBI triple. In the 11th, Johnson delivered a
sacrifice fly for an 8-7 lead. Albuquerque won it in
the bottom of the 11th after PH Sterlin Thompson
singled to tie the game, 1B Michael Toglia singled to
score Hilliard and the Isotopes won it, 9-8.

RHP Carl Edwards Jr is set to make his fourth
start for the Express. He has gone 5.0 innings in
each of his last two starts. Edwards appeared in
Albuquerque for Salt Lake on April 4 this year and
went 4.0 innings of scoreless baseball with three
hits and four strikeouts. The 33-year-old signed a
minor league contract with Texas on July 22.

TREJO ON A ROLL

INF Alan Trejo owns a six-game hitting streak. In
four games in this series, he is slashing .412 (7-
17)/.444/.941 with three home runs, six RBI, three
runs scored, a walk and a strikeout. Trejo appeared
with Albuquerque from 2021-2023. In 83 games
in this ballpark for his career, he has slashed
.343/.372/.707 with 33 doubles, six triples, 24
home runs, 80 RBI, 66 runs scored, 16 walks and
68 strikeouts.

C-FREE KEEPS IT GOING

3B Cody Freeman is 5-for-11 with a double, a
homer, two RBI, three runs scored and a walk in
the last two games. He has not struck out in his last
five games. He leads the PCL in batting average
(.326) and has the second-lowest strikeout rate in
the league (9.0%). He has 117 hits. C Royce Huffman
has the single-season record from 2002 with 168.

EXTRA INNINGS

The Express lead the PCL and are tied in all of
Triple-A for the most extra-inning games (15). It's
the most since the E-Train played 16 extra-inning
games in 2016.
