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HISTORY REUNITED: For the first time since 1973, Salem and Wilson will meet for a Minor League
Baseball game. The Wilson Warbirds join the party after relocating from Zebulon, North Carolina to
Wilson this past offseason. In 1973 it was the Wilson Pennants against the Salem Pirates. All-Time
Salem is 24-16 against Wilson based minor league baseball teams.

FACING THE SOUTHPAW: For the first time this season, Salem matches up against a southpaw.
Last season Salem hit .231against the left handed arms while racking up the second most RBI (119),
second most hits (205), and the third most at-bats (889) against left handed arms a season ago.

SALEM WINS OPENING WEEKEND: The Salem RidgeYaks won their inaugural series against the
Delmarva Shorebirds two games to one. This marked the second year in a row that Salem won the
opening weekend series (Swept Delmarva last season). This made history marking the first time in
the modern stats era (Since 2005), Salem has won the Opening Series in consecutive seasons.

FUTRELL FROM THE ARM FARM: On Saturday, southpaw Devin Futrell emerged from the
bullpen for the first time in his two-year pro career. The Vanderbilt product started all 17 games he
pitched in last season with Salem and Greenville. The former Commodore didn’t disappoint by
hurling four inning scoreless with six strikeouts en route to his fourth career minor league win.

WELCOME BACK STANLEY TUCKER: Stanley Tucker played in his first minor league baseball
game since August 13, 2024, Salem at Fredericksburg. And after a 598 day hiatus rehabbing from
injuries, Tucker did not disappoint. Crushing a three-run home run in his first at-bat back on Friday,
April 3, as well as tying his career highs with two hits, and four RBI. Tucker also added a stolen base
to his tally last night.

BROWN WAS LIGHTS OUT: Southpaw Dylan Brown hurled five scoreless innings in his
professional debut on Opening Day. The former ODU Monarch became the second Opening Day
starter in as many years to toss five innings scoreless joining Blake Aita who dealt five scoreless
frames against Delmarva a season ago.

SPEEDY YAKS: Salem has already swiped seven bases this season. The Yaks swiped four bases on
opening night alone. In 130 games last season, Salem stole just four bases or more as a team nine
times. It took Salem 109 games to steal 100 bases last year giving last year’s ball club a 0.92 stolen
bases per game mark through the first 109.

SKYLAR STAYING HOT: Outfielder Skylar King is continuing an upward trend he finished 2025 on.
Over King's last five games with Salem (including the end of last season), he is 7-for-20 (.350) with
eight RBI, three extra-base hits, and a stolen base to his name.

WELCOME BACK: Salem starts 2026 with 13 players with prior Single-A experience. Many are
returners from the 2025 Salem ballclub including IF Starlyn Nunez with 101 hits, and 110 games
played a season ago (both lead the team), IF Frederik Jiminez who bashed seven homers and 31
RBI over 98 games and finally C Kleyver Salazar who started 62 games behind the dish a year ago.

SEC TALENT: Top NCAA college baseball talent will also be featured this season, as the RidgeYaks
welcome 18 players who competed at the collegiate level in the United States. Ten of those players
saw action in the Southeastern Conference (SEC) across eight programs: Arkansas, Florida,
Kentucky, LSU, Ole Miss, Texas A&M, Georgia, and Vanderbilt.

Ridge: A tribute to the scenic Blue Ridge Mountains that tower
beyond the outfield wall at Salem Memorial Ballpark, a nod to
the beautiful, rugged landscape that defines the region.

Yak: The name carries two layers of local-flavor meaning. First, “yak”
plays off the slang for kayak, a subtle salute to the region’s love for
kayaking and other outdoor recreation on the area’s waterways.

AYak is also a real animal. The Yak is a long-haired, heavily built bovine
native to high-altitude mountains. The Yak comes to symbolize strength,
resilience, stability, and a hardworking spirit, qualities that resonate with
both the team and the broader Salem community.

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
