HEAD TO HEAD 

PROBABLE STARTERS

TIED AND SOAKED: Sunday’s series finale between Dunedin and Braden-
ton at TD Ballpark was suspended due to inclement weather with the score 
tied 3-3 entering the 11th inning. The game will be completed at a later date 
in Bradenton. The Blue Jays built an early 3-0 lead, plating two runs in the 
2nd inning and adding another on an Alexis Hernandez solo homer in the 5th. 
With the wind whipping out towards centerfield and storm clouds rolling in, 
Bradenton answered with a solo shot in the 8th, then launched a pair of solo 
home runs in the 9th to tie the game and force extras. The score remained 
deadlocked through 10 innings before the suspension was called due to rain. 
KING OF THE CASTLE: Blue Jays No. 11 prospect Johnny King went 3 
IP, 0 R, 1 H, 4 BB, 6 K in his Class-A debut on Sunday. King’s only hit yielded 
came to the first batter of the game. Ahead of his promotion, King posted a 
1.13 ERA over seven appearances (five starts) with 41 strikeouts in 24 innings 
to seven walks for the FCL Blue Jays. 
WALK OFF WONDER: The Jays worked some walk-off magic on Satur-
day, rallying for a 5-4 win over Bradenton. Alexis Hernandez delivered the 
game-winning two-run double in the 9th for Dunedin’s second walk-off victory 
of the season. Bradenton built a 3-0 lead by the sixth, but the Jays answered 
in the bottom of the inning with an RBI single from Kendry Chirinos. The 
Marauders tacked on another run in the seventh on a Joel Mendez RBI double 
to go up 4-1. With two outs in the bottom of the seventh, Hernandez sparked 
a rally with a single, followed by a Sam Shaw RBI triple and a Tucker Toman 
RBI double to cut the deficit to one. Jack Eshleman kept it close with a perfect 
ninth inning, striking out two to set the stage for the comeback. Peyton Powell 
led off the bottom of the ninth with a single, and Alex De Jesus followed with 
a walk before Hernandez ripped a two-run double to end it.
CUBAN MISSILE: Kendry Rojas picked up a suspended game in the 2nd 
inning on Friday and proceeded to hurl five no-hit frames and strike out nine 
with two walks. Rojas faced the minimum over his five innings, with the 
two batters he walked being picked off or doubled up. The Blue Jays No. 8 
prospect induced 15 whiffs on 27 swings (56% whiff rate) and topped out at 
97.1 MPH. Over his four rehab appearances with Dunedin, Rojas has dealt 13 
shutout innings with five hits, three walks, and 18 strikeouts. 
SLICING AND DICING: In 22 games since the start of the St. Lucie series, 
Dunedin’s pitching staff leads all Class-A clubs with a 2.53 ERA. Over their last 
17 games Dunedin’s bullpen has posted a 2.29 ERA and 1.10 WHIP.
NEW HALF, NEW JAYS: The Jays concluded the first half 33-31, fourth 
place in the FSL West. The Lakeland Flying Tigers clinched the FSL West first-
half championship and the St. Lucie Mets took the FSL East. After Dunedin 
went 4-13 from May 14-June 1, they fell from two games up in first place on 
May 13, to as far as 5.5 games out of first place in the FSL West on June 3. 
SO LONG, FRIENDS: Jays reliever Colby Martin was promoted to High-A 
Vancouver last Friday then dealt to the Miami Marlins in exchange for RHP 
Robinson Pina on Tuesday. Martin posted a 1.61 ERA in 20 games for Dunedin 
over which he allowed only six hits in 22.1 innings (.082 BA). Martin opened 
the season with 14 consecutive scoreless outings for Dunedin and went 11 
outings without giving up a hit from April 13 - May 30, facing 44 batters 
during that span. Javen Coleman was called up to High-A to take Martin’s 
spot. Coleman posted a 4.45 ERA for Dunedin in 20 games to begin the 
season. Bryce Arnold, who led the team with eight long balls, was called up to 
High-A Vancouver last Monday.
NEW GOLD: Baseball America updated their top 30 Blue Jays prospects last 
week. Current Dunedin players ranked include LHP Kendry Rojas (No. 8), RHP 
Landen Maroudis (No. 10), C Edward Duran (No. 18), and INF Sam Shaw (No. 
30). Shaw and Duran are both making their debut’s on the list. Former D-Jay 
RHP Gage Stanifer jumped from unranked to No. 15, and RHP Khal Stephen 
jumped to No. 4.
SCOUTING LAKELAND: The Flying Tigers have been the hottest team in 
the FSL, going 35-16 since the end of May. They clinched a first-half title with 
a 38-36 record and are currently riding a seven-game win streak, fresh off a 
sweep of Clearwater that included three shutouts.

Caceres spent the past three years as the Pitching Coach for the FCL Blue Jays. A lifelong member of the Blue Jays organization, Caceres 
was signed out of the Dominican Republic by Toronto when he was 17. He played in their minor league system from 1995-1998, before 
he transitioned to a pitching coach role in 2000. He’s spent the past 24 years working as a pitching coach at the lower levels of the farm 
system, mentoring stars over the years including Aaron Sanchez, Noah Syndergaard, Joe Musgrove, Jordan Romano, Daniel Norris, and 
Roberto Osuna. Has served as Pitching Coach under Dennis Holmberg for 10 seasons, also working under current Blue Jays coaches Brent 
Lavallee, Jose Mayorga, Cesar Martin, Dallas McPherson, and current Miami Marlins Manager Clayton McCullough. 

Stephenson is in her first season as Position Coach, after she spent the prior two seasons with the High-A Vancouver Canadians in the 
same role, helping to claim a 2023 Northwest League championship. Inducted to the Canadian Baseball Hall of Fame in 2024, Stephenson 
has enjoyed a storied multi-sport career. Initially a star hockey player at the collegiate level at Wilfrid Laurier, she claimed four conference 
titles and a CIS National Championship, before joining the pro ranks in the original National Women’s Hockey League and the Canadian 
Women’s Hockey League.

Hired in 2016 as the Blue Jays 
Director of Player Development, Kim transitioned from the front office to a coaching role with the organization in 2020 when he joined 
Toronto’s major league field staff under the same job title, before becoming the Blue Jay’s major league field coordinator in 2022, a posi-
tion he held until 2024. Before joining Toronto, Kim spent seven seasons with the Texas Rangers in several scouting roles, culminating as 
Director, International Scouting. A native of Pottsville, PA, Kim also had a six-year international professional playing career as an infielder, 
which included stops in the Netherlands, China, Australia, Spain and Venezuela. He played one season of collegiate baseball at D3 Middle-
bury before transferring to Vanderbilt, where he played under Tim Corbin. In 2008 while playing in Venezuela, Kim slept on a mattress in 
the bathroom in the locker room to save money and learn Spanish.

Considers his top Blue Jays moments of his life the Jose Batista "bat flip" 7th 
inning go-ahead homer vs. Texas in Game 5 of the 2015 ALDS and Edwin Encarnacion's three-run walk-off dinger in 2016 off Ubaldo Jimenez 
in the 11th, sending the Blue Jays to the ALDS. During the 2023 MLB Draft was expecting to hear his name called earlier in the day, so 



decided to go to a friends house to play ping pong and then they went golfing to take his mind away from the draft, so when he was drafted he 
was in the middle of putting on the green when his phone began to blow up. Area Scout Pat Griffin did a tremendous job to "recruit" Shaw to 
professional baseball, which included a visit to the Blue Jays Player Development Complex in Dunedin during Spring Training 2023, where 
Shaw met a lot of the big league team and met Ross Atkins and Mark Shapiro. "It made me feel like I would be a big prospect even as a later, 
high school pick.
