SPILLED INK

Jacksonville's bullpen came into their April 19 matchup vs.
Charlotte with a 1.41 ERA in their previous 15 games (64.0
IP, 27 H, 3.8 H/9, 11 R, 10 ER, 32 BB, 4.5 BB/9, 94 K, 13.2
K/9). However, over the past seven games, Jumbo Shrimp
relievers have surrendered 22 runs, 20 earned in just 23.2
innings for a 7.61 ERA. During this stretch, Jacksonville relief
pitchers have combined to yield 27 hits (10.3 H/9) while
walking 10 (3.8 BB/9) against 32 strikeouts (12.2 K/9).

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

Jacksonville has yielded the second-fewest runs (101) in
Triple-A while posting the level's second-best ERA (3.56).
While the club leads all Triple-A staffs in strikeouts (303),
the Jumbo Shrimp have also done a phenomenal job at
turning batted balls put into play into outs; Jacksonville
leads Triple-A by turning 74.2 percent of balls put into play
into outs. Only 10 clubs have recorded a rate of at least 70
percent this season.

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

Fourteen of Jacksonville's last 16 games, and 21 of their 27
(77.8 percent) on the season, have been decided by three
runs or fewer. The Jumbo Shrimp are now 10-11 (.476) thus
far in 2026 in these narrowly-decided matchups. In 2025,
the Jumbo Shrimp went 58-34 (.630) in games decided

by three runs or fewer, meaning 65.2 percent of their 89
victories came by those slim margins. The 2025 Jumbo
Shrimp tied Indianapolis for the most one-run victories
(29) in MILB. Those 29 one-run wins were the most for a
Jacksonwville club since 2014 Suns won 35 such games.

Florence, Ala., native has now pitched 16 consecutive hitless

in batting average against (.180) and WHIP (1.07) while
ranking second in innings pitched (127.0), strikeouts (139)
and ERA (3.12), tied for second in fewest runs allowed

(46), third in GO/AO (1.26) and tied for third in fewest hits
allowed (81) . Of the club's 27 games this season, Jumbo
Shrimp starters have surrendered more than three runs just
three times.
