LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats played home run derby in a 10-2 win last night. New Hampshire hit four home runs 
on the night with Steward Berroa hitting a solo homer in the third. Leo Jimenez launched his eighth homer of the season with a two-run 
shot to left-center which gave New Hampshire a 3-1 lead after the third. In the eighth, Will Robertson hit his second homer of the series 
and his 10th of the season. Alan Roden picked up his 12th hit of the series with a two-run homer in the ninth. Starting right-
hander Alejandro Melean threw six innings, allowed two runs on five hits and one walk with three strikeouts to pick up the win. It’s the 
longest start of Melean’s professional career. Out of the bullpen, Juan Nunez pitched two scoreless innings with two strikeouts and T.J 
Brock struck out the side in the ninth. 
 
DINGERS AT THE DUNK’: New Hampshire has hit 10 home runs in its last three games and 11 homers in this series.  Half of 
the 22 home runs this month by the Fisher Cats have been hit in this series. Steward Berroa, Will Robertson, and Alan Roden 
have all hit two homers each this week at Dunkin’ Park. 
 
HIRALDO IS HOT: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is the hottest hitter right now in the Fisher Cats lineup this month. The second baseman is 
hitting a team-leading .357 with four homers and 16 RBI in the month of August. The 22-year-old has nine hits in the series after 
going 1-for-3 last night with a sac fly. 
 
ROCKIN’ AND RODEN: OF Alan Roden leads all of Double-A this week with 12 hits in the series after going 2-for-4 last night 
with a two-run homer in the ninth. The Blue Jays No. 7 prospect has homered in back-to-back games and has four multi-hit 
performances in his last five games played. In the series, he has collected his first three-hit and four-hit game at Double-A.  
 
STEWARD THE SWIPER: OF Steward Berroa is back at the top of the Eastern League in stolen bases after stealing his 42nd on 
the season yesterday, joining Portland’s Corey Rosier. The last Fisher Cat to lead the league in stolen bags was former Fisher 
Cat Anthony Gose, who stole a team-record 70 bases in 2011. 
 
HITTING VS HARTFORD: OF Alan Roden is hitting a team-best .356 with two homers and 11 RBI, 2B Miguel Hiraldo is 
hitting .349 with a homer, five doubles and four RBI, and OF Will Robertson is hitting .310 with four homers, seven doubles and 
10 RBI against the Yard Goats this season. IF Damiano Palmegiani has a team-high five homers and team-high 18 RBI. 
 
DALLAS ON A SUNDAY: RHP Chad Dallas makes his 14th start of the season and his fourth against Hartford. The 23-year-old 
Texan has a 1.06 ERA in three August starts, throwing 17 innings with 20 strikeouts over just four walks. The Blue Jays No. 14 
prospect is coming off his best outing against Hartford this season where he pitched five shutout innings with five strikeouts on 
Tuesday in the series opener. 
 
NEW TOP 30 RANKINGS: MLB.com re-ranked the top 30 prospects lists for every team in baseball since the MLB Draft and the 
trade deadline. Six current Fisher Cats are in the Blue Jays top 30 prospects. LHP Ricky Tiedemann remains as the top Blue 
Jays prospect and OF Alan Roden remains at No. 7. IF Leo Jimenez has climbed from No. 19 to No. 6. RHP Chad Dallas re-
enters the top 30 and slots in at No. 14. IF Damiano Palmegiani jumps up ten spots to No. 19. LHP Mason Fluharty debuts at 
No. 28. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 20, 2012) — Marcus Stroman earned the win with an inning of relief for the Fisher 
Cats in a 3-2 victory at Binghamton. Then 21, Stroman was drafted by the Jays in the first round (22nd overall) out of Duke. After 
making seven appearances for Short-Season Vancouver, he triple-jumped to Double-A, and was used eight times in relief for an 
inning before heading to the suspended list for 50 games. In this game, John Tolisano drew a bases-loaded walked in the seventh to 
break a 2-2 tie.  
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (68-56) won 4-3 in Cincinnati to square the 
series. Davis Schneider broke a 3-3 tie with his third homer in the top of the fifth inning and four relievers kept the Reds off the board over 
the final three innings for Chris Bassitt (W, 12-6). Jordan Romano finished up for his 30th save. Fisher Cat alum Tim Mayza worked his 
10th consecutive scoreless outing to lower his season ERA to 1.05…Buffalo (57-60) won 7-1 over Rochester.  Rafael Lantingua doubled 
and homered, driving in two runs.  Hayden Juenger worked three scoreless innings in his start…Vancouver (69-42) swept a doubleheader 
at Eugene 6-2 and 4-2.  The Canadians hit three homers in the opener, including a lead-off the game shot from Devonte Brown.  Two-run 
homers by Gabriel Martinez and Ryan McCarty fueled the nightcap…Dunedin (52-61) lost a rain-shortened game, 3-1, at Clearwater.  Lazaro 
Estrada had a quality start, allowing two earned runs in his six innings with no walks and seven strikeouts.
