Myrtle Beach
answered in the top of the fifth when Michael Carico (1) blasted a solo
home run to tie the game at 2-2. Charleston regained the lead the in the
bottom of the fifth. Gray led off the frame with a triple and following a
Derek Datil walk, scored on a groundout. In the ensuing at-bat Flemming
roped an RBI single to increase the Riverdogs lead to 4-2. The Pelicans
clawed to within one run in the top of the seventh courtesy of a solo
home run from Hartshorn (1). RHP Jordan Henriquez (1-0, 0.00 ERA)
received the win, RHP Jacob Hartlaub (0-1, 18.00 ERA) was tagged with
the loss and a blown save.

CUEVAS WANTS TO STEER THE SHIP

The Pelicans had a new manager in 2025. After a blistering
second half of the season, and an early playoff exit, Pelicans
manager Yovanny Cuevas is back at the helm of the ship

and is looking for redemption this season. Cuevas joined

the Chicago Cubs organization as a player in 2015. His minor
league career ran through 2021 with stops in the Dominican
Summer League (DSL), the Arizona Complex League (ACL),
and the Northwest League with the Eugene Emeralds.
Overall, Cuevas’ minor league slash line was .241/.369/.356
over 272 games. In 2022 Cuevas transitioned into a coach. His
first assignment was with the ACL Cubs. The following season
Cuevas was the hitting coach for the DSL Cubs Red squad, the
Cubs affiliate in the Dominican Summer League. Last season
he returned to the ACL Cubs as the hitting coach.

SOME OLD AND NEW KIDS ON THE BEACH

The Myrtle Beach Pelicans, in conjunction with the
Chicago Cubs, have announced the roster for the
upcoming 2026 season. The group features four of the
top 30 ranked prospects in the Cubs system according to
MLB.com, and 16 players who have previously played in
Myrtle Beach.

Myrtle Beach’s highest rated prospect, Josiah Harts-
horn, checks in as the No.8 overall prospect in the Cubs
farm system. Hartshorn was drafted in the sixth round
(No0.181) of the 2025 MLB Draft out of Orange Lutheran
High School (Calif.). In 2025, the 19 year-old prospect hit
.364 over 109 plate appearances while adding five home
runs, nine doubles, and 24 RBI. Nagging elbow injuries
to both arms forced the switch hitter to one side of the
plate for various amounts of time. He has yet to make his
affiliated ball debut. Joining Hartshorn in the Cubs Top
30 prospect list are Cole Mathis (No.15), Dominick Reid
(No.16), and Ty Southisene (No.26).

Mathis started the 2025 season in Myrtle Beach where
he slashed .215/.336/.402 to go along with nine doubles,
one triple, three home runs, and 14 RBI over 29 games.
The Cataula, Ga. native was drafted in the second round
of the 2024 MLB Draft out of College of Charleston.

Southisene played a total of 90 games for the Pelicans
last season slashing .244/.387/.276 with six doubles, two
triples, 36 RBI, and a team-high 41 stolen bases. The Las
Vegas, Nev. native led the team with 62 walks and 69
runs scored.

Camacho makes landfall in Myrtle Beach to start his 2026
campaign. The right-hander was a force to be reckoned
with on the mound during the Pelicans blistering sec-
ond-half of the season. Camacho fanned 33 batters over
30.2 innings of work and posted a 1.76 ERA. The Maria La
Baja, Columbia native has seen an uptick in his velocity
over the offseason, going from 92 MPH to 95 MPH.
