GAME INFORMATION

LAST GAME: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies came-from-behind to defeat the Reading
Fightin Philes, 9-7, on Wednesday in the series opener at Mirabito Stadium. William
Lugo crushed a walk-off three-run home run in the bottom of the ninth with Bing-
hamton down to its final out, which marked the Ponies' first walk-off of the season.
Binghamton trailed 7-2 heading into the bottom of the eighth inning and scored four
runs in the eighth and three runs in the ninth to win the game. The Ponies also trailed
6-0, before Ryan Clifford (3-for-5, HR, 2 RBI, 2 R) belted a two-run homer in the sixth
inning. LHP Zach Thornton started for Binghamton and allowed four runs over 2.2
innings. RHP Alex Carrillo recorded a career-high four strikeouts over two scoreless
frames, LHP Daniel Juarez worked out of a bases-loaded jam for a scoreless inning
and RHP TJ Shook earned his first win of the season with two innings of one-run ball
and three strikeouts in relief.

CLEARED FOR TAKEDFF: INF Jett Williams, the Mets No. 2 prospect and MLB's No. 52
overall prospect (MLB Pipeline) is hitting .293 with an .863 OPS and has recorded a
hit in 18 of his first 22 games. Williams is riding a 15-game on-base streak, since April
15 at Reading, hitting .316 (18-for-57) with a.917 OPS, 1 HR, 6 RBI, 10 R, 8 XBH, 5 2B, 7
BB, and 6 SB in that span. The 21-year-old ranks top 15 in the Eastern League in OPS
(.863), 2B (7), XBH (11), and SB (7).

WHO LET THE DAWG OUT: 1B/OF Ryan Clifford, the Mets No. 4 prospect (MLB Pipeline),
belted his fourth home run of the season on Wednesday against Reading in the sixth
inning with an opposite-field two-run home run. Clifford also recorded his first three-
hit game of the season and team-leading sixth multi-hit game on Wednesday. In five
games in May, the 21-year-old is hitting .294 (5-for-17) with an .839 OPS, 1 HR, 3 RBI,
2R, and 2 BB.

GO LUGD GO: INF William Lugo crushed a walk-off three-run home run in the bottom
of the ninth on Wednesday against Reading. It marked his second-straight game with
a home run. Over his last eight games, Lugo is hitting .414 (12-for-29) with a 1.138
OPS, 2 HR, 7 RBI, 2 R, 3 2B and a trio of three-hit games. In six games in last week's
series at UPMC Park, Lugo hit .400 (8-for-20) with a 1.100 OPS, 1 HR, 4 RBI, 1 R, and 3
2B.In 17 games in April, Lugo hit .327. The 23-year-old ranks seventh in the Eastern
League with a.315 AVG.

THE STARTING GATE: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies' starting rotation has been
dominant this season and is currently made up of RHP Jack Wenninger (5 GS, 4-1,
2.92 ERA), RHP Jonathan Pintaro (5 GS, 0-2, 3.15 ERA), RHP Jonah Tong (4 GS, 0-1,
3.63 ERA), RHP Joander Suarez (3 G,1-0, 0.00 ERA) and LHP Zach Thornton (2 GS,
0-0, 7.71 ERA). Binghamton's starters this season hold an 8-6 record with a 2.66 ERA
and 158 strikeouts in 118.1 innings. Through 27 games, Binghamton's starters have
allowed three runs or less in all but two games. The current rotation features three of
the Mets top 30 prospects: Tong (No. 6), Pintaro (No. 23), and Wenninger (No. 28).

JACK ATTACK: RHP Jack Wenninger, the Mets No. 28 prospect (MLB Pipeline), is slated
to make his sixth start of the season tonight. Wenninger is 4-1 with a 2.92 ERA and
34 strikeouts over 24.2 innings through five starts. The 23-year-old ranks among the
Eastern League leaders: 4 W (T-1st), 34 SO (T-4th most), 1.01 WHIP (6th), .200 BAA
(10th), 2.92 ERA (13th). His 34 SO are T-5th-most in Double-A. He allowed one run
over five innings with six strikeouts in the win last time he faced Reading on April 17.
